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WATER FALL SEASON WATER CONSERVATION TIPS 
During the fall there is usually enough rain to sustain your grass.  
This is because the water requirement decreases for most species 
of grasses and plants.  Take a moment to research or measure the 
amount of rain fall during the month because over-watering can 
lead to plant diseases and fungal problems. Your watering cycles 
should be set according to your plants watering needs.  Most grass-
es and plants require at least one inch of water per week.  If rainfall 
levels are below this, supplement it with hose water or your irriga-
tion system.
Remember to continue following the City of Modesto’s year-round 
watering schedule (see below).

Prunings should be less than 6 feet long 
and weigh less than 50 pounds each.  Please make 
sure no dirt, sod, grass clippings, or concrete are 
included with the large prunings, as they will not 
be picked up.  Most of the materials collected are 
sent to the City of Modesto Compost Facility for 
processing.

The City is divided into four service areas. Set out 
and pick up times depend on your location.  Please 
go to http://www.modestogov.com/prnd/treets/
green_waste.asp or call the Green Waste Division at 
209-577-5463 to determine the schedule for your 
area, or for more information.

As a reminder, December is leaf only pickup; there-
fore, no prunings will be picked up during that 
time.  Leaves are collected from the street only, and 
piles of leaves with prunings mixed in will not be 
collected.
