2008 Collection Schedule

This calendar provides specific
information about when to place yard
trimmings out for collection. Trimmings
are only collected once a month and it
takes approximately two weeks for pick
up in each collection area. Questions?

Key for Yard Trimming Collection:
Only days you may place your trimmings
out on the STREET for collection.

Day crews start to pick up STREET
collection (First Monday of Month)

Only days you may place your trimmings
out in the ALLEY for collection.

Day crews start to pick up ALLEY
collection (Third Monday of Month)
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* Due to the cyclic nature of mailing the City Beat with the utility water bills, some of the events/programs may have already occurred.

*  Place the oil containers on your driveway near the garage or
house, NOT at curbside, by 6:00 a.m.
