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Used Motor Oil Home Collection:

If you are a do-it-yourself kind of person and you change your 
car’s motor oil, you can have the motor oil collected at your 
home for FREE Here’s how:

1. Call your garbage company to pick up the oil at your home: 	
	 • Bertolotti Disposal-(209) 537-8000 
	 • Gilton Solid Waste-(209) 527-3781

2. Store used oil in a 1-gallon plastic container with a screw-top lid.

3. Place your oil out in front of your garage or up near your home 
the evening before your collection appointment. DO NOT place 
oil in the street or sidewalk areas. Limit four (4) gallons per week.

DO NOT mix your oil with any other substance, such as anti-
freeze. Oil cannot be recycled if it is mixed with other substances.  
Contaminated oil must be taken to the Stanislaus County House-
hold Hazardous Waste Facility, located at 1716 Morgan Rd. The 
facility is open Fridays and Saturdays from 9 a.m. – 1p.m.

Schedule Your Bulky Item Collection

SUMMER WATER TIPS
July is typically the hottest month of the year.  Plants, grasses and shrubs 
require the most amount water due to evaporation and transpiration.  
Evaporation is the vaporization of a liquid which occurs on the surface 
of a liquid.  Transpiration is the loss of water vapor from parts of plants 
(similar to sweating) especially in leaves but also in stems, flowers and 
roots.  In order to decrease both evaporation and transpiration, try 
some or all of these recommended gardening tips:

       •  Water early in the morning or late in the evening.
       •  Stagger your watering times in short intervals to allow the water to 
           soak into the soil.
       •  Add a 3 - 4” layer of mulch around plants.
       •  Set lawn mower height according to your grass type: 
          Warm Season grass: 1”; Cool season grass: 2”- 3”
       •  Reduce the amount of fertilizer you use on your lawn.
