Trees must have
the stands, nails, plastic,
etc. removed.

City crews resume collec-
tion of pruned refuse on
Monday, January 4, 1999.
Crews will collect pruned
refuse the first Monday of
each month. It takes them
approximately two weeks to
get through the entire city.

It is critical that you do
not put your pruned
refuse out after the crews
have already collected in
your area. Shortly after the
pruned refuse is collected,
street sweepers clean your
street. If new piles are in the
street, the street sweeping
will be less effective.
