HOLIDAY TREES TO BE COLLECTED & RECYCLED

City of Modesto crews will begin collecting green, untreated 
holiday trees in January as part of the normal pruned refuse 
collection:

Street yard trimming collection begins Monday, January 5, 2009.  

Alley yard trimming collection begins Monday, January 19, 2009.

Untreated green trees may also be cut up and placed in your 
green yard waste can for pick up with your normal weekly 
collection.  Collected trees are recycled at the City’s compost facility.

Please follow these simple steps to ensure proper disposal of holiday trees:
Disposal of Untreated Green Holiday Trees:

Remove all tree stands, rods and tinsel.  Trees cannot be •	
picked up by City crews if these items have not been re-
moved.
Cut trees in half if they are more than six (6) feet tall.•	
Place trees curbside to be collected with your regular yard •	
trimmings or in your green waste can.

Disposal of Trees Treated With Flocking, Paint or Fireproofing:   
Trees with flocking, paint or fireproofing cannot be compos-
ted and will not be collected by City crews.  Flocked, painted or 
fireproofed trees may be cut up and placed in your black garbage 
can or taken to the nearest garbage company transfer station.

GREEN WASTE PROGRAM - EXPANDED
Organic material is the single largest component 
of all our waste and is the easiest to recycle!  The 
City of Modesto recycles it into compost which is 
available for purchase to the community.

Residents can now put all of their organic waste 
into the green yard waste cans.  Items including 
yard waste, food waste, cardboard or chipboard; 
and paper products including junk mail, maga-
zines, phone books, newspaper and shredded 
paper now go into the green cans.  

Please toss items in loosely or place into a PAPER 
bag, please NO PLASTIC BAGS!  Blue bags with 
recyclables continue to go into the black can.

DO NOT overfill your can - the lid must be com-
pletely closed.
