WHEREAS, an application for a conditional use permit in an H-l Zone to allow

a free-standing pole sign to advertise and identify a convenience market located on

the east side of Riverside Drive opposite Miller Avenue in the City of Modesto was

filed by Philip Kamerer for Shortstop, Inc. on October 31, 1975, and

WHEREAS, Section 10-2.2904 (a) of the Modesto Municipal Code authorizes the

granting of conditional use permits in the H-l Zone by the Board of Zoning Adjust-
ment after public hearing, and

WHEREAS, Section 10-2.2906 of the Modesto Municipal Code authorizes the

Board of Zoning Adjustment to allow a free-standing sign in the H-l Zone subject to

certain specific findings outlined therein, and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held by the Board of Zoning Adjustment on

November 20, 1975, at 9:50 ofclock a.m. in the City Council Chambers, City Hall,

801 11th Street, Modesto, California, at which time the Board of Zoning Adjustment

by Resolution No. 610 found and determined that granting a conditional use permit in

the H-l Zone for a free-standing sign to identify and advertise a convenience

market located on the east side of Riverside Drive opposite Miller Avenue in the

City of Modesto is not required by public necessity, convenience, and general welfare

for the following reasons:

1. The subject convenience market, while being a free-
standing use, is the only present development on what
will, in the future, be a 12 acre commercially developed
area; and thus, in the future it will not be a free-
standing use.

2. Being the only development on this large and otherwise
vacant piece of property, the existing convenience
market is clearly visible as far away as Yosemite
Boulevard to the south, and the south wall could
accommodate a large wall sign to provide adequate ex-
posure.

3. The westerly exposure of the premises could be
adequately signed by wall signs and particularly a
directional sign allowed in the H-l Zone,

SPECIFICATIONS

It is the policy of the City of Modesto to permit the establishment of family
amusement machine centers meeting these mandatory specifications;

1. Location within C-2 or H-l Zones, or P-D Zones permitting general commercial
(C-2 Zone) uses.

2. Approval on a site in a C-2 or H-l Zone only after obtaining a conditional
use permit from the Board of Zoning Adjustment.

3. Approval on a site in a P-D Zone that permits general commercial (C-2 Zone)
uses only if specifically set forth as a permitted use with conditions or
after amendment of said P-D Zone to specifically set forth as a permitted
use with conditions.

4. Consideration be given to the proximity of elementary, senior elementary,
junior high, and high schools.

POSSIBLE CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL

Upon review of a conditional use permit application by the Board of Zoning
Adjustment for a family amusement machine center in a C-2 or H-l Zone or by the Planning

Commission and City Council for such a center in a P-D Zone, the following conditions
may be placed upon the applicant subject to a case-by-case review:

Limitation on the hours of operation may be Imposed; suggested limits -9 a.m. to 10 p.m.1.

2. Clear vision from the front windows into the family amusement machine
center must be maintained.

3. The family amusement machine center must be well lighted during operating
hours.

4. The family amusement machine center may be inspected by the Police Department
at any time.

5. The conditional use permit or P-D Zone, once granted, may be reviewed at
any time and revoked or removed by rezoning of a P-D Zone, for any reasons
as set forth in Section 10-2.2401 of the Modesto Municipal Code.

B. PURPOSE

This document, with its associated annexes, contingency plans, and standard

operating procedures, constitutes the City of Modesto Emergency Plan. Its

2. Establish a mutual understanding of the authority, responsiblities

functions and operations of civil government during emergenices;

3. Provide a basis for incorporating into the city emergency organization

non-governmental agencies and organizations having resources necessary

to meet foreseeable emergency requirements.
C. ACTIVATION OF EMERGENCY PLAN

1. This plan shall become operative:

a. Automatically, by the existence of a STATE OF WAR EMERGENCY,

as defined by the California Emergency Services Act;

b. When the Governor has proclaimed a STATE OF EMERGENCY in an

area including this city; or

c. On the order of the Mayor or the Director of Emergency Services,

provided the existence or threatened existence of a LOCAL

EMERGENCY has been proclaimed in accordance with the provisions

of the Emergency Services Ordinance of this city.
2. The Director of Emergency Services, who is also the Director of Civil

Defense, is authorized to order the mobilization of the City emergency

organization or any portion thereof as required to provide for

increased readiness in event of the threatened existence of an emergency

and prior to the full activation of this plan.

The California Emergency Services Act(Chapter 7 of Division 1 of

Title 2 of the Government Code)in Article 3, Section 8568, states,

"The State Emergency Plan shall be in effect in each political sub-
division of the state, and the governing body of each politicial

subdivision shall take such action as may be necessary to carry

out the provisions thereof." This plan is consistent and compatible

ANNEX - LAW ENFORCEMENT

GENERALI.
AuthorityA.
The authority for this annex is the City of Modesto Emergency
Plan.
Definitions

When special terms or abbreviations specifically related to this
Service are used, they will be defined.

B.

II. SCOPE

This annex is intended to include, but not limited to, the following
emergency situations:

A. Nuclear War

State of War Emergency - An attack on this area or any adjacent area
could result in overall chaotic conditions and this jurisdiction would
be faced with problems of public confusion, panic, hysteria, and very
probably rioting and looting in the business and shopping areas.
Pedestrian and vehicular dispersals will constitute an immediate and
continuing problem which will require prompt attention and control
measures. Law enforcement personnel must mobilize rapidly to maintain
order, to reassure the nublic, and execute emergency plans. Support of
shelter operations will be as identified in Par. V,A,3.

B. Natural Disaster

State of Emergency - A flood, earthquake, fire or windstorm in this
or any adjacent area could result in a disaster. This could result
in public confusion, panic, hysteria and very probably looting and
rioting. Pedestrian and vehicular dispersal and evacuation will
constitute an immediate and continuing problem which will require
prompt attention and control measures. Law enforcement personnel
must mobilize rapidly to maintain order, to reassure the public,
and execute emergency plans.

C. Major Accidents/Civil Disturbances

Local Emergency - A local emergency may occur at any time in this
area orany adjacent area where the normal law enforcement pro-

. .tection cannot cope with the situation. Prompt dispatch of addi-
tional law enforcement personnel and equipment to the area for
the security of lives and property of the people will be necessary.
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The objectives o£ th.e iavi Enforcement Services is directed towardtiie saving of lives and tbe protection of property, enforcement of
laws and maximum utilization of personnel to cope with the existing
emergency.

IV. FUNCTIONS

State of War Emergency - Protect lives and property, enforcelaws, and Governor’s orders, maintain order, conduct explosiveordnance reconnaissance, perform radiological monitoring andreporting in cooperation with the Radiological Safety Service.
State of Emergency - Protect lives and property, enforce laws,maintain order, and cooperate with other Services to copewith theemergency situation.
Local Emergency - Protect lives and property, enforce laws,and maintain order.
Supportive actions of the City Law Enforcement Service willbe to establish operational priorities for the use of per-sonnel and resources. These priorities will be different for
various emergency conditions.
The Law Enforcement Service will coordinate actions and pro-vide primary or support actions as identified on Page 13, Basic
Plan.

V. OPERATIONAL CONCEPTS

The concept of operations for the following contingencies will be
observed by law enforcement personnel, providing either primary or
support functions as shorn on Page 13, Basic Plan.

A. Nuclear Attack

In the event of sever blast and fire, the Law Enforcement
Agency will provide personnel to cordon off areas, assist
in rescue of persons, exercise traffic control to allow
access to devastated areas by other emergency vehicles
and equipment, provide any other assistance as requested,
and dependent on availability of resources.

During periods of radioactive fallout, personnel of this
department will take shelter along with others. Per-
sonnel qualified in meter operation will assist in pro-
viding sheltered and unsheltered readings, which will be
relayed to the E.O.C. Radiological staff.

Law Enforcement personnel will assist in directing
people to shelter facilities prior to the time that fall-
out reaches a level that would constitute a hazard to
their safety. Upon taking shelter. Law Enforcement
personnel will remain in shelter until advised the radiation
has reached a safe level, or they are dispatched on a
mission from the E.O.C.

C. Man-Created Disaster - Industrial Accidents, Chemical, Pet-
roleum and Transportation Accidents

The Law Enforcement Agency will exercise basically the
concepts as for nuclear war(except for radioactive fallout),
the primary concern being saving of lives and protection of
property.

D. Civil Disturbance - Riots, Looting, Sabotage and Subversion

Primary response for this type emergency mil be with law
enforcement personnel. Other emergency service sections
may be called on to provide support with specialized equip-ment and personnel; however, law enforcement mutual aid will
be the primary source for augmenting the City Police force.

E. For all concepts identified above, the following considerations
will be used as guidelines during operations:

1. Life saving will be given first priority.
2. Property protection will be effected but not at the

expense of human life.
3. Law enforcement personnel will be utilized to direct

persons to shelter in the event of actual or expected
fallout conditions and/or other assignments as specified
for shelter operations.

4. Control of pedestrians and vehicles will be exercised
to insure a smooth flow of traffic on designated egress
or dispersal routes.

5. Coordination will be effected with law enforcement ser-vices of neighboring jurisdictions.
6. The full utilization of the existing Law Enforcement

Agency is the basis of operation.
F. Standard Operating Procedures(SOPs)will amplify these con-

cepts and will be maintained current by the Services Division
of the department. SOPs will include the following:

1. Alerting Procedures.
2. Specific duty assignments for all personnel.
3. Inventories and location of law enforcement resources.
4. Lines of succession for the Chief of Police and his

key subordinates.

8. Radiological safety measures for law enforcement

personnel.
9. Traffic control instructions and procedures, including

VI. ORGANIZATION

The Chief, Law Enforcement, or his designated representative
will conduct operations from the E.O.C., and serve as an
advisor to the Director of Emergency Services.

VII. TASKS

A. Pre-Disaster
The Chief, Law Enforcement,will:

1. Plan, direct and supervise all law enforcement and
traffic control of emergency service matters within
the geographical boundaries of the City of ffodesto.

2. Establish and maintain coordination with other emer-
gency services within his jurisdiction.

B. State of Emergency

The Chief, Law Enforcement Service, will:

1. Place the law enforcement plans in operation, conduct
his activities from the Emergency Operation Center Cor
appoint a liaison officer with full authority to do so),
and coordinate the law enforcement activities with other
services.

2. Take such action within his scope of authority and
responsibility to combat the emergency.

3. Advise, assist and coordinate the disaster activities
of the Law Enforcement Service within his jurisdiction
through the Law Enforcement Mutual Aid Organization to
the extent requested or necessary.
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Advise and recommend suitable action to the Director.2.

3. Traffic control will be carried out under the direction
of the Police Chief. Mutual aid assistance may be re-
quested through Operational Area Law Enforcement Agency.

D. Strategic Warning

Upon notification of Strategic Warning Condition, the Chief
of Law Enforcement will:

1. Begin making step by step transition from normal
time, activities to wartime readiness.

2. Systematically mobilize the Law Enforcement Agency.
3. Serve on the Director of Emergency Services staff and

advise him on all matters pertaining to law enforcement.

Initiate appropriate actions to meet the situation as
it exists.

VIII. SUPPLY AND TRANSPORTATION

Supply - Supplies will be requisitioned as required from
the City Purchasing Service. Automatic weapons, riot guns,
tear gas, will be used only upon the order of the Chief of
Police.

Enforcement will remain in the custody of this Service.
Additional transportation requirements will be coordin-
ated with the Transportation Service.

IX. COMMUNICATION

Existing law enforcement, telephone, teletype and radio will
be used to the fullest possible extent. Request for mutual
aid or other law enforcement communication should not be
broadcast by means of commercial or amateur radio.

X. MUTUAL AID

Prior to the existence of a State of Emergency or a State of
War Emergency, law enforcement mutual aid will operate on a
voluntary basis.
During a State of Emergency or War Emergency, law enforcement
mutual aid is mandatory, as provided in the California Disaster
and Civil Defense Master Mutual Aid Agreement. See mutual aid
channels, page 7.
It is provided in the Master Mutual Aid Agreement that no law
enforcement agency or department shall be required to deplete
unreasonably its own resources in dispatching mutual aid.

ANNEX - FIRE SERVICE

I. GENERAL

A. Authority

The authority for this annex is the City of Modesto Emergency Planof which it is an integral part.
B. Definitions

Definitions and terms used in this annex will prevail. When special
terms or abbreviations specifically related to this service are used
they will be defined.

II. SCOPE

A. Upon notification of the following emergency conditions, the Fire
Service emergency organization will be activated and assume a posture
to-carry out its primary responsibility of fire suppression:

1. Nuclear War
2. Natural Disasters
3. Major Accidents
4. Civil Disturbances

B. Nuclear or Conventional Disaster

A nuclear or conventional attack in this or adjacent areas could
result in a large number of fires with problems as to how to disburse
fire equipment and how to establish priorities on alarms. Industrial
facilities, public utilities, and public buildings could be endangered
by saboteurs and other enemy agents. Fire Service personnel must be
ready to execute the Emergency Plan.

C. Natural Disaster

A fire, flood, earthquake or high winds in this or adjacent areas
could result in uncontrolled fires, thereby compounding a disaster
situation. The Fire Service must be in readiness to respond to and
execute the Emergency Plan.

D. Major Accidents 5 Civil Disturbances

Certain types of major accidents have a high fire potential and
could create a hazard to residents within the area. This is especially
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Civil Disturbances can readily create iire “hazards in that mob action
more and more frequently results in deliberate starting of fixes,
a part of each individual fixe service within the county, plans must
be formulated to combat fires arising from civil distrubances.

As

III. OBJECTIVES

A. The prevention and suppression of all fires and the protection of
lives and property in case of disaster.

B. Maintain ground reconnaissance to discover and report the presence and
location of any fires started by enemy action or natural disaster. In
the event of enemy attack, the radiological monitoring of this service
is principally to furnish protection to its own operating personnel,
thereby enabling them to fulfil their mission. It will, however,

. furnish the radiological information it acquires to the Emergency Opera-
tion Center RADEF staff.

The Fire Service will follow the procedures in line with the basic
responsibilities shown above, the only difference being the degree
to which Fire Service resources would be committed commensurate with
the type and magnitude of the disaster.
The_protection of lives and property,from fire is the primary respon-
sibility. The City of Modesto Mutual Aid Plan, as established by
the collective fire chiefs, will be the established system for local
emergency fire conditions. The Modesto Fire Chief will request
additional equipment and manpower if required from the Operational
Area Fire Coordinator. At the request of the Operational Area Fire
Coordinator, direct dispatch of fire fighting resources to other
jurisdictions will be effected.

IV. FUNCTIONS

A. The General Plan

The General Plan for Fire and Rescue Service operations in Modesto
is the maximum utilization of manpower and equipment commensurate
\d.th the fire protection problem confronting the Service at any time
or location. The degree of response will depend on the particular
conditions, as identified under II - SCOPE. The performance of
operational assignments for which the Fire Service is or may become
responsible must be related to the specific needs of each situation.
Reconnaissance to determine specific needs is of the highest opera-
tional priority. All disaster operations must be governed by the
principle of "the greatest good for the most people."

1. In the event of an enemy attack with nuclear weapons, all fire
protection personnel will take cover in the best available
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equipped to monitor will do so within the limits oi safety pTe-cautions established by the Radiological Defense (RADEF) Service.
Until fire protection personnel have received radiological situ-ation clearance via official channels (or public broadcast if
not at their duty stations'), they will remain in the shelters
occupied. The needless exposure of fire protection personnel tosevere illness or death from radioactive sources serves no useful
purpose.

2. The Modesto Fire Service will be prepared to operate with a
qualified representative in the Emergency Operating Center in
Modesto or any alternate E.O.C. as designated by the Director
of Emergency Services.

3- The mobilization, organization, and operation of fire defense
facilities within the city is to minimize the effects of natural
or war caused disasters.

4. A uniform plan of mutual aid for the most effective mobilization
and dispatch of available fire fighting apparatus equipment and
personnel.

5. Procedures for recruiting, training and identifying such auxil-iary or volunteer personnel as may be necessary to augment the
" regularly organized fire personnel in the event of a natural or

war caused disaster.
The Fire Department shall prepare its own detailed Standard Operating
Procedures for handling situations from major natural disasters to
enemy attack. These SOP's are essential for fire protection personnel
and should be developed as departmental manuals. These procedures
should contain current inventories of manpower and equipment..

SOP's should make provision for chain of command, assignment of key
responsibilities, provide for maximum use of communication facilities
and provide fire personnel with instructions for obtaining logistic
support.
Movement of personnel and equipment from one district to another for
purposes of mutual aid, under conditions other than day-to-day mutual
aid (such as declared emergencies) will be done only on authorization
of the Operational Area Fire Coordinator or his designated alternate.
Lines of succession will be established by the Operational Area Fire
Coordinator and furnished all fire departments and districts.

OPERATIONAL CONCEPTSV.
A. The Modesto Fire Plan must form a practical and flexible pattern

for development and operation of day-to-day mutual aid on a voluntary
basis between county and city fire departments and local fire dis-
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tricts. It provides a practical plan for mutual aid operations on a
mandatory basis during a state o£ emergency or a state or viaT emergency.
Fire Service radio communications networks within the City will
be used to the fullest extent, augmented by telephone and teletype
communications. Established Fire Service radio communications systems
should be reserved primarily for the dispatch and control of fire
fighting resources. Provisions have been made for:

1. Standby power to assure continuous radio communications.
2. Alternate means of communications at fire dispatching centers.

3. Alternate personnel- to continuously man and operate communica-
tions facilities.

1. Alerting procedures;

2. Coordinate the Plan with the plans of other services of the local
Emergency Services Organization.

3. Recruit and train auxiliary personnel.

The Modesto Fire Chief will:

1. During operations, keep the city Director of Emergency Services and
the Operational Area Fire Coordinator informed as to fire conditions
within the jurisdiction.

2. Direct fire fighting operations in the jurisdiction; request mutual
aid, if needed, in accordance with existing mutual aid operational
plans.

3. Be ready to render mutual aid, if requested, in accordance with ex-
isting mutual aid operational plans.

2. Request additional fire fighting equipment if required from the
Operational Area Fire Coordinator.

A nuclear or conventional attack on the United States would call for
complete mobilization of all parts of the Emergency'Plan. All agencies
and divisions of the Engineering Service would be activated; all
supporting resources alerted and activated. Engineering services will
be performed as directed by the Director of Emergency Services.

B. Natural Disaster
Floodj earthquake, fire, windstorm or other natural phenomena of
damaging proportions will require varying participation of the
Emergency Services. Upon being advised of a disaster or potential
disaster, all departments of the Engineering Service will be alerted
to report and stand by to lend support and assistance as required.
Supporting resources will be alerted for possible need for assistance.

C. Local Emergency
Engineering Service will assist as directed by the Director of
Emergency Services.

III. OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the Engineering Service are to provide Emergency
Operational Engineering Services.
The Engineering Service shall plan, coordinate and perform emergency
engineering functions; assist in the dispersal of people and equipment
from danger zones; provide traffic control with necessary signs,
barricades, and warning devices; assist in the activation and maintenance

AMENDMENTS TO THE SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN
FOR STANISLAUS COUNTY

June 23» 1976
Page 96 — add this paragraph:

The present method of cannery waste disposal at the landfill is
to provide cells separate from the general refuse disposal area. As
each cell is filled, it is covered with a polyethylene cover to pro-hibit fly production. Because of volume reduction, the cells can be
reused the following year. The decision to allow disposal for cannery
wastes at the landfill was predicated on the need to have a place to
deposit the material when land disposal for soil improvement and live-
stock feeding was not available. More and more uses are being developed
and beneficial uses for this material are being pursued. During the
1976 season, a 20-acre test plot will be utilized for land disposal of
approximately 3,200 tons and 30,000 tons will be processed with straw
to make silage for livestock feed. If the test plot applications are
successful, more land may become available.

Four monitoring wells have been drilled around the cannery dis-
posal sites. Monitoring will begin prior to July, 1976, and will con-
tinue on at least a quarterly basis throughout the life of the landfill.
County health and public works departments, together with the Regional
Water Quality Control Board staff, will review the monitoring reports
on a continuing basis. If the results of monitoring ground water proves
detrimental, alternative(s) for cannery waste disposal will be studied
and will be Implemented by the 1977-78 cannery season. In the interim,
every effort will be made to encourage beneficial use of this waste. Financ-
ing for the monitoring program will be from the landfill budget.
Page 9 — conclusions » add:

12. Approximately 140,000 tons of cannery residuals are generated
each year in this county from the food processing industries. This
volume must be recognized and dealt with in the manner that will
not be detrimental to the community and beneficial uses must be
encouraged whenever possible.

Page 10 — recommendations, add:

B. Disposal

6. Vigorously encourage beneficial use of cannery residuals
by soil improvement activities, feed supplements, silage
productions, etc. Acceptance of cannery residuals into land-
fills should be reduced to an emergency basis if monitoring
wells show ground waters are being affected or when health
and safety requirements are being violated.

Page 89 — hazardous wastes, delete fourth paragraph, add:

The wastes produced by F.M.C. are the result of barium processing
and include barium sulfide, barium silicate, calcium carbonate, stron-
tium sulfate, arsenic trioxide and sulfuric acid. Several of these sub-
stances are toxic. Waste is produced at the rate of 20 tons per day
when barium is processed and 10 tons per day when strontium is processed.

The barium and strontium wastes are In a slurry form and are pumped

to a ponding area on the plant site where the liquid portion is allowed
to evaporate. In the past, the solid residue has been removed by truck
to an approved site north of Salida near the Stanislaus River. The site
can no longer accomodate this material. At the present time, the wastes
are stored on the F.M.C. property near the ponding area. When the quantity
is such that removal is necessary, the material must be disposed of in an
approved disposal site.

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An alternative may be to explore tbe feasibility of extracting
useable materials through processing. F.M.C. and the Regional Boardhave agreed there is sufficient area for on-site storage for the nexttwo years. During this period, they will be investigating alternativeswhich include: neutralizing and disposal of slurry into the municipalsewage system, treatment to utilize as a soil supplement, acquisition
and development of their own site located west of Interstate 5 inStanislaus County or disposal in an existing Class H— one site inaccordance with Water Quality requirements.

Monitoring wells have been required by the Regional Board to
determine if the ponding operation has an effect on ground water quality.Monitoring will start in June, 1976, on a monthly basis for six monthsand quarterly thereafter as long as required by the Regional Water Quality
Control Board. Evaluation of monitoring results will be by the Regional
Board staff. In the future, all solid waste material will be stored in
accordance with the Regional Water Quality Control Board requirements.We plan to work closely with F.M.C. to find an acceptable disposal facility
when removal of stored wastes become necessary.

B. Disposal

7. Establish an inventory of hazardous wastes generated
in the county and establish a program of surveillance on
the disposal of these materials.

Page 44 — B. Disposal, add third paragraph:

At the present time, there is one small compactor-type transfer
station in the county. It is owned and used by one of the franchise
collectors to defray hauling expenses. The facility is not available
for public use.

There is a proposal for a transfer station to be located southwest
of the City of Modesto. The station will be used for franchise collectors
and governmental agencies and will serve the Modesto urban area which
has one-half the county population. From this location, access to the
Geer Road landfill is 12 miles in an easterly direction over a major
county road. The proposed station will receive about 150 tons of resi-
dential, commercial, demolition and garden refuse daily. Fuel conserva-
tion and resource recovery are the prime reasons for the proposal. The
proposed project serves as a collection point for refuse material from
licensed franchises and governmental agencies, makes provisions to collect
recyclables and transfers the refuse from this collection point to county
approved sanitary landfill sites.

If private enterprise determines additional transfer stations are
economically feasible, this plan should not be a deterrent to allowing
such a project to proceed. Since transfer stations lend themselves to
resource recovery activities, the county could pursue a feasibility
study of potential resource recovery activities at transfer stations.

2. Additional changes in Section 1500 of Article XV of the City Charter are proposed
by other measures to be voted on at this election. The changes made by each of these
measures, if approved by the voters, will be cumulative with the fcthers.

MEASURE D.
The Council of the City of Modesto hereby proposes on its own motion to

amend Section 1500 of Article XV of the Charter of the City of Modesto as follows:

ARTICLE XV. SCHOOL SYSTEM

Section 1500. BOARD OF EDUCATION. The control, management and
administration of the public schools of the City of Modesto, and
the territory that is now or may hereafter be annexed thereto for
school purposes, in accordance with the Constitution and general
laws of the State of California, are hereby vested in a Board of
Education. In all matters not specifically provided for in this
Article, the Board shall be governed by the provisions of the
general law relating to such matters and shall be vested with
all the powers and charged with all the duties provided by the
laws of the State for city boards of education. The Board of
Edcuation shall be the governing body of the Modesto City School
District of Stanislaus County and the Modesto High School District
of Stanislaus County. The Board of Education shall consist of
five(5)members who shall serve without compensation. The mem-
bers of the Board of Edcuation shall be elected at large from the
territory within the boundaries of the school district or districts
which are under the jurisdiction of the Board; however, each
elective office shall be deemed a separate office to be filled at
any election. The City Clerk shall designate each such elective
office by an appropriate descriptive designation. No candidate
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shall file for more than one elective office; and no incumbent
member of the Board of Education shall run for a seat other than
that which he holds. Such designation shall be used on all
nomination papers, certificates of election and all election
papers referring to the office. The person receiving the
highest number of votes for each designated office shall be
declared elected. After election, the designation shall have
no further significance except for the purpose of designating
incumbency * The members of the Board of Education shall hold
office for a period of four(4)years from and after the first
Tuesday following their election and continuing until their
successors are elected and have qualified. No person shall be
eligible to be nominated for or to hold office as a member of the
Board of Education unless he is and shall have been for at least
three(3)years preceding his election or appointment a resident
and registered elector of the school district or districts
which are under the jurisdiction of the Board of Education.

If a vacancy shall occur on the Board of Education, the
Board shall forthwith appoint a person to fill such vacancy.
Said appointee shall hold office until his successor is duly
elected at the next general municipal election and has qualified.
The members of the Board of Education shall be subject to recall
as provided in this Charter.

All territory included within the limits of any school
district or districts which are under the jurisdiction of the
Board of Education, but not within the City limits, shall be
deemed a part of the City for the purpose of holding municipal
elections and shall constitute one or more separate election
precincts, and the qualified electors therein shall vote only
for members of the Board of Education and on questions submitted
to a vote of the people at special or general elections pertaining
to school matters.

The members of the Board of Education in office at the time
this Charter takes effect shall continue in office until the
expiration of their terms. Their successors shall be elected
for a term of four(4)years at the general municipal election to
be held during the year each of said respective terms expires, it
being the intention of this section that the terms of the five(5)
members shall be staggered, three(3)members being elected at the
General Municipal Election to be held in 1963, and two(2)mem-
bers being elected at the General Municipal Election to be held
in 1965, and staggered accordingly successively thereafter at each
General Municipal Election.

2. Additional changes in Section 1500 of Article XV of the City Charter are proposed
by other measures to be voted on at this election.

ARTICLE XVI. MISCELLANEOUS

Section 1602. VIOLATION OF CHARTER AND ORDINANCES. The violation
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of any provisions of this Charter or of any ordinance of the City
shall be deemed a misdemeanor, and unless the Council prescribes
by ordinance that a violation of any specified ordinance shall be
deemed an infraction> Any such violations may be prosecuted by
the authorities of the City in the name of the people of the State
of California, or may be redressed by civil action, at the option
of said authorities. The maximum penalty for a misdemeanor upon
conviction for the violation of any provision of this Charter, or
of any ordinance of the City, shall be by a fine of not exceeding
$1000 or by imprisonment for a term of not exceeding one year or
by both such fine and imprisonment. The maximum penalty for any
infraction upon conviction shall be by a fine set by ordinance of
the City and there shall be no imprisonment. Any person
sentenced to imprisonment for the violation of a provision of this
Charter or of any ordinance may be imprisoned in the City jail, or,
if the Council by ordinance shall so prescribe in the county jail
of the county in which the City of Modesto is situated, or any
road camp established in Stanislaus County, in which case the
expense of such imprisonment shall be a charge in favor of such
county against the City of Modesto.

WHEREAS, Section 1202 of Article XII of the Charter of the City of Modesto

7.8 Residence Requirement

All Fire Department and Police Department personnel working
in classifications for which safety membership in the Public
Employee’s Retirement System is required, shall reside within
a radius of fifteen (15) miles from the main fire or police
station.
