These goals are the "basic foundation of the Flan. All other elements of
the Plan are intended to further the attainment of the goals.

1. To create attractive, safe and convenient residential areas vith
good and adequate housing and community facilities.

2. To prevent and eliminate physical deterioration in residential and
non-residential:districts in the Urban Area.

3* To enhance the Modesto Urban Area's position as a regional center of
commerce, administration, industry, service and culture.

It-. To provide the opportunity for each individual in the Urban Area to
participate fully in all phases of community life by:

Encouraging a diversified economic base for maximum employment.
Encouraging the development of housing of varying type, location,
cost and size for all persons without regard to race, religion or
national origin.
Encouraging educational programs and cultural facilities to give
expression to the interests and needs of the community.

5. To avoid the wasteful and inefficient sprawl of urban uses into the
rich agricultural land surrounding the Urban Area.



LAND USE

Commercial Areas

The following principles apply uniformly to guide development of nil
areas in the community.
!• Commercial areas should he allocated in relation to actual need to avoid

spotty development and unsoundly based speculation in land prices.
2. Related and compatible commercial uses should be grouped together into compact

and properly located centers to maximize shopper convenience,to reduce traf-fic congestion and to preserve and stabilize land values.
Pour categories of commercial areas are established in the Plan- Additional prin-ciples to guide development in these distinct kinds of commercial areas follow.

The Central Business District(CBD)

1. The CBD should remain the focal point of the Urban Area's commercial,
financial, administrative, and cultural activity.

2.Intense, concentrated, downtown uses should be limited to the core
area of the CBD to provide a strong, identifiable center.

3» High density residential development should be located close to the
core area.

If. An attractive appearance and pleasant surroundings in the CBD should be
a guiding element influencing public and private actions concerning
downtown's physical change, with strong attention directed to the reha-
bilitation or removal of unsafe buildings.

Shopping Centers

1. Neighborhood centers should provide goods and services of a "convenience11

nature, designed to meet daily needs.
2. Community centers should provide a wide range of "convenience" goods and

services as well as some "comparison" or "shopping" goods and services.

Freeway Commercial Areas

1.Freeway commercial areas should provide goods and services to meet the

needs of the freeway user.
2. Freeway commercial development near interchanges should be designed so

to avoid obstruction of freeway approaches by encroachment of buildings,
traffic congestion or advertising signs.

3. Freeway commercial areas should be developed so as to protect nearby

residential property from any incompatible characteristics generated by

the commercial uses.

1. Existing commercial strips, as shown on the mp
should be retained to accommodate the various retail Bervice uses
that are required in the Urban Area but are not ordinarily located in
shopping centers.

2. Redesign of general commercial development should be encouraged to improve
its appearance and to make the most efficient use of the available land.

Residential Areas

The residential areas of the City have been separated into Uz "neighborhoods" or "res-
idential, planning units" for purposes of identification, ease of proje^ion of public
facility needs and recognition of existing social and physical patterns. The following
principles apply uniformly to guide development of all residential areas in the com-
munity.
1. Basic principles of good design, as affected by public and private Influences, should

be fostered in all residential areas.
2. Residential areas should develop only where and when adequate facilities and services

can be provided to serve them economically.
3. Residential areas should be kept free of activities that produce excessive noise,

dirt, odor or heavy traffic.
4. Residential areas should provide a range of housing type, size and cost to meet the

needs of the wide variety of family.types making up the Modesto Urban Area
population.

5. Residential reserves are shown as logical extensions of the urban development pattern,
but should not be developed until existing residential areas approach full develop-

meat.
Industrial Areas

Additional study of industrial land requirements is needed. No change is proposed at

this time in the portions of the adopted Plan concerning industrial land use. The

Plan was based on:

1.A density of 10 to 15 workers per net industrial acre to determine amount.
2. Relationships with other land uses, proximity to adequate utility and transportation

systems and existing industrial development to determine location.

PUBLIC FACILITIES

Schools

1. Schools should be located so as to permit safe, direct access to the maximum number

of attending students.
2. School sites should be relatively free from such disturbing factors as heavy traffic,

excessive noise, offensive odors, and incompatible land uses.

3 Schools should contribute, through their location and design, to the identities of
’
the respective residential planning areas they serve.

1. The park system should contain a sufficient diversity of areas and facilitiesto serve effectively the recreation and open space needs of the varied
characteristics ana interests found in the Urban Area's population.

2. Parks should enhance, preserve and provide public access to the natural water-ways that constitute a unique and valuable recreational, visual, and topographic
resource in the Urban Area.

3. Parks should contribute through their location, design, and use to the identities
of the respective residential planning areas they serve.

4. Maximum benefit from public investment in schools and parks should be sought by
joint acquisition and utilization of combined elementary school-neighborhood
park and high school-community park sites.

Libraries

1. The main library should be a key element of the cultural, administrative, and
financial center of the Urban Area.

2. Branch libraries should be uniformly located throughout the Urban Area to
serve each community in a pattern providing convenient access to the residents
of the communities served.

Fire Stations

1. Fire station locations in the Modesto Urban Area should provide the optimum
degree of security against fire loss balanced by the cost of service and the
cost of fire insurance.

CIRCULATION

1. Transportation facilities should be designed to meet the demands of land use, and

should contribute to the long-range stabilization of land use patterns.

2. Distinct types of streets and highways should be developed to provide for the various
These trafficways should form an inter-relatedtraffic movements in the Urban Area.

3. The circulation system should assure that pedestrian and vehicular traffic are
separated to provide for the maximum mutual safety and convenience of each.
