A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE OPERATION
OF THE MUNICIPAL DISPOSAL AREA AND ESTAB-
LISHING CHARGES FOR THE USE OF SAID DISPOSAL
AREA.
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Modesto

as follows:

SECTION 1. USE OF DISPOSAL AREA. The disposal area

may be used for the disposal of garbage by all persons engaged

in the business of collecting garbage produced within the City

and collected by them on the terms set forth in this resolution.
SECTION 2. AMOUNT OF CHARGES. A charge of Three and

50^OOths ($3.50) Dollars per load is hereby established for

the privilege of using said disposal area by garbage collectors

for the disposal or deposit thereat of garbage produced within

the City and collected by such garbage collectors.

SECTION 3. GENERAL REGULATIONS. All use of the

disposal area shall be subject to the following rules and

regulations:

(a) No garbage or swill produced outside the

City limits shall be disposed of or deposited at the disposal

area.

(b) All garbage, swill and garden refuse disposed

of or deposited at the disposal area shall be deposited as and

where directed by the person in charge of the disposal area,

but shall not be deposited until fees have been collected from

licensed collectors by the person in charge of the disposal

area.

(c) No material which cannot be safely or con-
veniently handled in the disposal operation shall be deposited.

(d) No ashes shall be deposited unless they are

thoroughly cold.

(e) No explosives or highly inflammable material

shall be deposited.



(f) Fires are prohibited in disposal area.
(g) Salvaging is prohibited in disposal area.
(h) Loitering is prohibited in disposal area.

SECTION 4. OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF THE DISPOSAL

AREA. Said garbage disposal area shall be maintained and

operated in a sanitary manner by the Modesto Garbage Company

under the direction and supervision of the Director of Public

Works. Said operator shall comply with all federal, state,

county and municipal laws, rules and regulations which may be

applicable to the operation and maintenance of said disposal

area. Said operator shall keep at its own cost and expense

such employees and attendants thereat as may be necessary to

properly operate and maintain said disposal area and provide

for the reception and disposal of garbage.

SECTION 5. COMPENSATION. In consideration of its

proper operation and maintenance of said disposal area, the

Modesto Garbage Company shall be entitled to payment in the sum

of Three and no l̂OOths ($3.00) Dollars for each load of garbage

disposed of thereat, including each load of garbage disposed of

thereat by said company. Said compensation shall be credited

against charges incurred by said company for the privilege of

disposing of garbage collected within the City by it at said

disposal area.
SECTION 6. USE OF DISPOSAL AREA BY CITY FOR DISPOSAL

OF GARDEN REFUSE: REIMBURSEMENT. In consideration of its proper

operation and maintenance of the disposal area, Modesto Garbage

Company shall be entitled to payment in the sum of One and

no l̂OOths ($1.00) Dollar for each load of garden refuse collected

from private property disposed of at the garbage disposal area

by the City of Modesto.

SECTION 7. RECORDS. Said company shall keep detailed

written records of all loads of garbage disposed of at said

disposal area, including the name of the garbage operator

delivering said loads, and the date upon which they were

delivered, and shall furnish an itemized monthly report of

same to the Director of Finance. City shall have the right

to inspect, audit and copy such records upon notice at all

reasonable times.

SECTION 8. BILLING AND COLLECTION OF CHARGES. City

shall be responsible for doing the necessary billing and

collecting of all garbage disposal charges imposed by reason

of the use of said disposal area.
SECTION 9. REPEALS. Resolution No. 54-348, adopted

by the Council on November 3, 1954, and Resolution No. 57-30A,
adopted by the Council on January 16, 1957, are hereby rescinded.

SECTION 10. EFFECTIVE DATE. This resolution shall

become effective on and after January 1, 1962.

CLASSIFICATION PLAN FOR THE CITY OF MODESTO.

Section 2-5„06 of the Modesto Municipal Code provides

that the City Council shall adopt, by resolution, personnel rules

governing the preparation, installation, revision, and maintenance

of a position Classification plan covering all appointive positions

in the City service, and

WHEREAS, Rule 2.1 of the City of Modesto Personnel

Rules, adopted by the City Council, effective July 1, 1954, pro-
vides that the City Manager shall ascertain the duties and

responsibilities of all positions in the City service, except

positions filled by appointees of the City Council, and prepare

a classification plan for such positions, and

WHEREAS, a classification plan has been prepared by

WHEREAS,

entitled "POSITION CLASSIFICATIONGriffenhagen-Kroeger, Inc

CITY OF MODESTO - September, 1961", and filed with the

City Manager, and the City Manager and Personnel Commission

recommend adoption of such plan, and

SECTION 1. ADOPTION OF PLAN. The basic classification

plan consisting of the titles and specifications contained in a

which is on file in the office of the City Clerk, is hereby

adopted by reference as The Position Classification Plan of the

City of Modesto, effective January 1, 1962.

SECTION 2. THE CLASSIFICATION PLAN. The classification

plan shall consist of the titles and specifications contained in

the report adopted by the foregoing section, and all subsequent

amendments approved in accordance with the Personnel Ordinance

and Personnel Rules. The titles and specifications shall be

interpreted and used as follows:

(a) The class title shall be used in all official

records of the City and for all classification and payroll purposes.
Qa) The definition of a class is a summary state-

ment of the supervision received, the duties performed and the

supervision exercised in any position allocated to the class.
Each definition includes the phrase "and to do related work as

required", to provide flexibility in permitting employees to do

any reasonably related work not specifically described.
(c) The typical tasks are illustrations of duties

commonly performed in positions allocated to the class. The

inclusion of a task does not necessarily require each employee

whose position is allocated to the class to perform that duty;

nor does the exclusion of any task, related to the duties of any

such employee, release him from responsibility for performing

that duty when assigned.
(d) Statements of distinguishing characteristics,

where used, are merely for further explanation of the differences

between classes.
(e) Employment standards and desirable qualifi-

cations indicate the training, experience, knowledges, skills,

abilities and personal and physical characteristics which may be

used as standards in the selection of employees for the class.
The statements of training and experience are to be interpreted

as general standards, and any reasonably equivalent combination

may be accepted by the Director of Personnel for admitting

Minimum requirements in anycandidates to examinations.



examination announcement may vary from these standards when, in

the judgment of the Director of Personnel, it is in the City's

interest. In addition to standards specifically stated, general

requirements of integrity, good judgment; good moral character—
as well as requirements generally imposed by law, such as

possession of a valid driver's license, where required—are

considered to be a part of any or all specifications.
SECTION 3. ALLOCATION OF POSITIONS. Upon the effective

date hereof, or as soon thereafter as practicable, the City Manager

shall allocate each position for which he is the appointing

authority to one of the classes established by this resolution.
When such allocations are made, status of persons occupying

reallocated positions shall be governed by the following:

Each employee who has previously acquired status

in the Classified Service will be granted the same status in the

class to which his position is reallocated as he had in his

former class. The name of any employee who has status in a

higher class than that to which his position is reallocated

shall be placed on a re-employment list for his former class

or a comparable class for a period not to exceed two (2) years.

SECTION 4. QUALIFICATIONS OF EMPLOYEES. An employee

whose position is allocated to a different class in accordance

with this revision of the classification plan is deemed to have

met minimum requirements for appointment to the class to which

his position is allocated and shall be granted probationary or

regular status in the new class, upon certification by the depart-
ment head that his service is satisfactory.

SECTION 5. TITLES IN RECORDS. The title of existing

eligible lists and other appropriate records of the City shall

be amended to conform to the new classification plan and

allocation of positions.



SECTION 6. AMENDMENT. This classification plan may

be amended as provided in the Personnel Rules.
SECTION 7. EFFECTIVE DATE. This resolution shall

be effective retroactively on and after January 1, 1962.

recommends that a minimum street width of seventy (70') feet

should be required before angle parking is permitted, and

WHEREAS, the Institute of Traffic Engineers Handbook

further states that angle parking is not advised at the curb and

should be used only in separate parking areas and in low speed

urban areas where parking requirements take precedence over the

smooth operation of through traffic, and

WHEREAS, the National Safety Council recommends no angle

parking,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the

City of Modesto as follows:

SECTION 1. The policy of the City of Modesto with

respect to the establishment of angle parking is declared by this

resolution.

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THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF MODESTO

We, the people of the City of Modesto, State of California, do
ordain and establish this Charter aB the organic law of said City under
the Constitution of Bald State.

ARTICLE I.
INCORPORATION AND SUCCESSION

Section 100. Name of the City. The municipal corporation
now existing and known as the City of Modesto shall remain and continue
a body politic and corporate in name and in fact, by the name of the City
of Modesto.

Section 101. Boundaries. The boundaries of the City t*f
Modesto shall Continue as now established until changed in the manner
authorized by law.

Section 102. Rights and Liabilities. The City of Modesto
shall remain vested with, and continue to have, hold, and enjoy, all
property, rights of property and rights of action of every nature and
description now pertaining to this municipality, and is hereby declared
to be the successor of the same. It shall be subject to all the liabilities
that now exist against this municipality.

Section 103. Ordinances. All lawful ordinances, resolutions,
rules and regulations, or portions thereof, in force at the time this
Charter takes effect and not in conflict with or inconsistent herewith,
are hereby continued in force until the same have been duly repealed,
amended, changed or superseded by proper authority.
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Section 104. Coiiimuan.ce of Contracts and Public iTwyiTove-̂ t̂B.
All contracts entered into lay the City, or for ItB benefit prior to the
effective date of this Charter, shall continue in full force and effect.
Public improvements for which proceedings have been instituted under laws
existing at the time this Charter takes effect, in the discretion of the
City Council, may he carried to completion as nearly as practicable in :
accordance with the provisions of such existing laws or may be continued
or perfected under this Charter.

. Pending Actions and Proceedings. No action
or proceeding, civil or criminal, pending at the time when this Charter
takes effect, brought by or againBt the City or any officer, office,
department or agency thereof, shall be affected or abated by the adoption
of this Charter or by anything herein contained, but all Buch actions or
proceedings may be continued notwithstanding that functions, powers
and duties of any officer, office, department or agency a party thereto,
may be assigned or transferred by or under this Charter to another
officer, office, department or agency, but in that, event the same
may be prosecuted or defended by the head of the office, department
or agency to which such functions, powers and duties have been assigned
or transferred by or under this Charter.

Section 106. Continuance of present Officers and Employees.
The members of the City Council in office at the time of the approval" "-"

of thiB Charter by the Legislature shall continue to hold office and dis-
charge their duties for the balance of the term for which they were
elected, or until their successors are elected and qualified. All
appointive officials, officers and employees of the City now in office
or employed at the time of the approval of this Charter by the
Legislature, shall continue to hold their office or employment until
they are reappointed or their successors are appointed in their place
in accordance with the provisions of this Charter.

Notwithstanding any generalEmergency Powers.
or special provision of this Charter, the Council, in order to insure
continuity of governmental operations in periods of emergency resulting from
disasters of whatever nature, shall have the power and immediate duty:

Section 107.

(a) To provide for prompt and temporary succession
to the powers and duties of all City officers, of whatever nature and
whether filled by election or appointment, the incumbents of whichmay
become unavailable for carrying on the powers and dutiesof such offices,
and
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(b) To adopt such other measures as may be necessary
and proper for insuring the continuity of City operations, including, but
not limited to, the financing thereof . In the exercise of the powers
hereby conferred, the Council in all respects shall conform to the
quirements of this Charter except to the extent that in the judgment of
the Council so to do would be impractical or would admit of an undue
delay.

ARTICLE II.
POWERS OF THE CITY

Section 200. General. Powers. The City shall have the
power to make and enforce all laws and regulations in respect to
municipal affairs, subject only to such restrictions and limitations as
may be provided in this Charter and in the Constitution of the State of
California. It shall also have the power to exercise any and all rights,
powers and privileges heretofore or hereafter established, granted or
prescribed by any law of the State, by this Charter, or by other lawful
authority, or which a municipal corporation might or could exercise under
the Constitution of the State of California.

The City shall have the power to expend such sum as the Council
shall deem proper not to exceed five per cent ( 5%) of the property tax levy
in any one fiscal year for music, publicity and promotion.

The enumeration in this Charter of any particular power shall
not be held to be exclusive of, or any limitation upon, this general grant
of power.

The City shall have the power and
may act pursuant to any procedure established by any law of the State,
unless a different procedure is established by this Charter, or by
ordinance.

Section 201. Procedures.

ARTICLE III.
ELECTIONS

Section 300. General Municipal Elections.

in conflict with this Charter.

Section 303. The Initiative, Referendum and Recall. Except
insofar as is otherwise provided by ordinances hereinafter enacted, the
provisions of the Elections Code of the State of California, as the same
now exist or may hereafter be amended, governing the initiative, the
referendum and the recall of municipal officers shall apply to the use
thereof in the City insofar as the same are not in conflict with this Charter.

ARTICLE IV.
FORM OF GOVERNMENT

municipal government provided by this Charter shall be known as the
:;pmiTinil -Manager" form of government.

Section 400. Council-Manager Form of Government.

ARTICLE V.
THE ELECTIVE OFFICERS

Section 500. Enumeration. The elective officers of the
City of Modesto shall be a Mayor and six (6) Councilmen,

. The Council shall consist of thie Mayor and -six (6) Councilmen,
each of whom* . including the Mayor, shall have the right to vote on all
questions coming before the Council.

Section 501. Elected at Large. The Mayor and Councilmen
shall be elected at the general municipal election on a general ticket from
the City at large.
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Section 502. Council Vacancies. The provisions of Section
1770 of the Government Code of the State of California as they now exist
or may hereafter be amended shall govern the existence of a vacancy.

ARTICLE VI.
THE MAYOR

Section 600. Term of Office. The Mayor shall hold office
for a term of four (4) years from and after the first Tuesday following
his election and until his successor is qualified and elected.

Section 601. Powers and Duties. The Mayor shall, be
President of the City Council and shall preside at all its meetings and
perform such other duties consistent with his office as may be imposed
by the Council or by vote of the people. He shall be entitled t«u and
must vote, but shall possess no veto power. He shall be recognized as
the official head of the City for all ceremonial purposes, by the Courts
for the purpose of serving civil processes and by the Governor for
military purposes. In time of public danger or emergency, he may, with
the consent of the Council, take command of the police, maintain order
and enforce laws.

Section 602. Additional Duties. The Mayor shall exercise
such other powers and perform such other duties as may be prescribed by
law or ordinance or by resolution of the Council, except as limited by
this Charter.

Section 603. Vice Mayor. At the second meeting of the Council
following the election or appointment of a member to the Council, the
Council shall elect one of its members as Vice Mayor who shall act as
Mayor during the absence or inability of the Mayor to act. In the case of
the temporary absence or disability of both the Mayor and the Vice Mayor,
the Council shall elect one of its members to act as Mayor Pro Tempore.

ARTICLE VII.
THE COUNCIL

Section 700, Councilmen. Term of Office. Except as otherwise
provided in this Charter, the members of the Council shall hold office for
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a term of four (4) years from and after the first Tuesday following their
election. The members of the Council in office at the time this Charter
tike8 effect shall continue in office until the expiration of their terms or
until their successors ' are elected and qualified.

Three ( 3) Councilmen shall be elected at the general municipalelection in 1963 and at each general municipal election thereafter.
A Mayor shall be elected at the general municipal election in1963 and at each alternate general municipal election thereafter.
Ties in voting among candidates for any office shall be

settled by the drawing of lots, the procedure for which shall be de-
termined by the Council. Each member of the Council shall have the
right to vote on all matters coming before the Council.

Each elective office shall be deemed a separate office to be
filled at any election. The City Clerk shall designate each such elective
office by an appropriate descriptive designation. No candidate shall file
for more than one elective office; and no incumbent member of the Council
shall run for a seat other than that which he holds except that any in-
cumbent member of the Council may run for the seat of Mayor, and an
incumbent Mayor may run for the seat of Mayor or for any other seat
on the Council. Such designation shall be used on all nomination
papers, certificates of election and all election papers referring to
the office, The person receiving the highest number of votes for
each designated office shall be declared elected. After election, the
designation shall have no further significance except for the purpose of
designating incumbency.

Section 701. Eligibility. No person shall be eligible to
be nominated for or to hold office as a member of the Council or as
Mayor unless he is and shall have been for at least three ( 3) years
preceding his election or appointment a resident and registered elector
of the City of Modesto or of territory annexed thereto.

If a vacancy shall occur in the
office of Mayor or Councilman, the Council shall forthwith appoint a
person to fill such vacancy. Said appointee shall possess such qualifications
for eligibility as are set forth in Section 701 of this Article and shall hold
office until his successor is duly elected and qualified. Such successor
shall be chosen at the next general municipal election, or as otherwise
may be required by recall proceedings instituted involving the office of
Mayor or a Councilman.

In the event that the Council shall fail to fill a vacancy by
appointment within thirty ( 30) days after such office shall have become
vacant, it shall forthwith cause an election to be held to fill such vacancy.

Section 702. Vacancies.

Section 703« Compensation. The Mayor and Councilmen shall
receive no compensation for their services, as such, except to the extent here-tofore or hereafter approved by the electorate, but the Mayor and members
of the Council shall receive reimbursement fortraveling'and other.\
incurred iri the performance- of their official duties, •• • . expenses ..

Section 704, Councilman to Hold No Other Office. No member
of the Council shall hold.any other municipal office dr hold any office or
employment the compensation of which is paid out of the municipal
moneys; nor be elected or appointed to any Office created or the compen-
sation of which is increased by the Council, while he is a member there-
of, until one year after the expiration of the term for which he was elected.

Section 705. Administering Oaths. Subpoenas. Each member
of the Council shall have the power to administer oaths and affirmations
in any investigation or proceeding pending before the Council. The
Council shall have the power and authority to compel the attendance of
witnesses, to examine them under oath and to compel the production of
evidence before it. Subpoenas may be issued in the name of the City
and be attested by the City Clerk. Disobedience of such subpoena or
the refusal to testify (upon other than constitutional grounds), shall be
deemed contempt and shall be punishable as provided by the general laws
of this State.

Section 706. Governing Body. All powers herein granted.to
and vested in the City of Modesto shall, except as herein otherwise
provided, be exercised by a Council to be designated the Council of the
City of Modesto. Said Council shall be the governing body of the City and,
subject to the express limitations of this Charter, shall be vested with
all powers of legislation in municipal affairs adequate to a complete system
of local government consistent with the Constitution of the State.

Section 707. Meetings of the Council. The Council shall
provide for the time, place and manner of holding its meetings by
ordinance, not inconsistent with the provisions of this section. Copies
of such ordinances shall be kept on file in the office of the City Clerk
where they shall be available for public inspection. Except as is otherwise
provided by the laws of this State,, all meetings of the Council shall be open
to the public, and all persons shall be permitted to attend any meeting
thereof. The Council shall hold at least one regular meeting each month.

Section 708. Special Meetings. A special meeting may be
ordered at any time by the Mayor whenever in his opinion the public
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business may require it, or
members of the Council. upon the written request of any four (4)

Whenever a special meeting shall be called,
the City Clerk shall cause written notice of such meeting to be given
to.each member of the Council and to each local newspaper of general
circulation, radio or television station requesting notice in writing.
Such notice must be delivered personally or (must be deposited in the
United States mail, postage prepaid, at least twenty-four (24) hours
before the time of such meeting as specified in the notice. The notice
and order shall specify the time and place of the special meeting and
the business to be transacted. No other business shall be considered
at such meetings by the Council.

Written notice to each member of the Council may be
dispensed with as to any member of the Council, who, at or prior to
the time the meeting convenes, files with the City Clerk a written
waiver of notice. The waiver may be given by telegram. The written
notice may also be dispensed with as to any member of the Council
who is actually present at the meeting at the time it convenes.

Section 709. Quorum. - A majority of the Council shall
constitute a quorum fdr the transaction of business, but a less number
may adjourn from time to time and postpone the consideration of
pending business.

Section 710. Rules of Proceedings* The Council shall de-
termine its own rules of procedure, may punish its members fox dis-
orderly conduct and compel their attendance at the Council meetings.

Section 711. Ordinances and Resolutions. Method of Action.
Legislative action shall be taken by the Council only by means of an
ordinance or resolution.

Section 712. Ayes and Noes. The ayes and noes shall be
taken upon the passage of all ordinances and resolutions and entered upon
the journal of the proceedings of the Council. Upon the request of any
member, the ayes and noes shall be taken and recorded on any vote.
All members, when present, must vote.

Section 713. Majority Vote of Council. No ordinance or
resolution shall be passed or become effective without receiving the
affirmative votes of at least four (4) members of the Council.
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Section 714. Title.. Every ordinance shall be preceded by a
brief , title which shall indicate the subject and purport thereof.

Section 715. Enacting Clause of Ordinances. The ordaining
clause of all ordinances adopted by the Council shall fee substantially
as follows: "The Council of the City of Modesto does ordain as follows",
and the ordaining clause of all ordinances adopted by the people shall be,
"The People of the City of Modesto do ordain as follows".

Section 716. Requirements of Ordinances. Emergency
Ordinances. With the sole exception of ordinances which take effect
upon adoption referred to in this Article, no ordinance shall be passed
by the Council on the day of its introduction nor within five (5)
days thereafter nor at any other time than at a regular meeting, nor
until its publication at least once in full in the official newspaper of
the City of Modesto at least three ( 3) days before its adoption; and in
case of amendment being made thereto before the final adoption of the
ordinance, it must in like manner be republished in full as amended at
least one day before its adoption as amended. The correction of
typographical or clerical errors shall not constitute an amendment
within the meaning of the foregoing sentence.

Emergency Ordinances» Any ordinance declared by the
Council to be necessary as an emergency measure for preserving
the public peace, health or safety, and containing a statement of
reasons for its urgency may be introduced and adopted at one and.the
same meeting if passed by at least five (5) affirmative votes.

Section 717. Ordinances. When Required. Each legislative
act of the Council establishing a fine or penalty, imposing a new or
additional tax, or granting a franchise, or when so provided by this
Charter, shall be by ordinance.

When any ordinance is put
upon its final passage and fails to pass, and a motion is made to re-
consider, the vote upon such motion shall not be taken except at a
meeting of the Council, held not less than one week after the meeting
at which such motion was made.

Section 718. Reconsideration.

Section 719. Signing and Attesting. All ordinances shall be
signed by the Mayor and attested by the City Clerk.
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Section. 720. Reviaion and. Amendment. No ordinance . shall "be
revised, re-enacted or amended by reference to its title only-/ but
the ordinance to be revised or re-enacted, 6r the sedtion or- subsect ionthereof to be amended, or the new section or’ subsection to-beladded-thereio,
shall be set forth and adopted in the method provided in this section for
the adoption of ordinances.

No ordinance 4>x any part thereof shall
be repealed except by an ordinance adopted in the manner provided in
this Charter.

Section 721, Repeal.

Section 722. Ordinances. Effective -Date. No- ordinance adopted
by the Council shall become effective until thirty. (30)days front and
after the date of its adoption, except the following which shall take, effect
upon adoption:

(a) An ordinance calling or otherwise relating to an
election;

(b) An improvement proceeding ordinance adopted under
some law or procedural ordinance;

(c) An ordinance declaring the amount of money necessary
to be raised by taxation, or fixing the rate of taxation, or levying the
annual tax upon property;

(d) An emergency ordinance adopted in the manner pro-
vided for in this Article;

(e) An ordinance annexing areas to the City; or

(f ) An ordinance providing for a tax levy or appropriation
for the usual current expenses of the City.

Section 723. Record of City Ordinances. A true and correct
copy of all ordinances shall be kept and certified to by the City Clerk in
a book marked ’’City Ordinances”. Such record copy, with such
certificate, or the original ordinance, shall be prima facie evidence
of the contents of the ordinance and of the due passage and publication
of the same, and shall be admissible as such in any court or proceeding.
Such records shall not be filed in any case, but shall be returned to the
custody of the City Clerk. Nothing herein contained shall be construed
to prevent the proof of the passage and publication of an ordinance in
the usual way.
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Section 724. Codification of Ordinances* Any ox all ordinances
of the City which have been enacted and published in the manner required
at the time of theiiTacLoption, and which have not heen repealed, may be
compiled, consolidated, revised, indexed and arranged as a comprehensive
ordinance code, and such code may be adopted by reference with the
same effect as an ordinance by the passage of an ordinance for such
purpose. Such code need not be published in the manner required for
other ordinances, but not less than thr^e (3) copies thereof shall be
filed for use and examination by the public in the office of the City
Clerk prior to the adoption thereof. Ordinances codified shall be re-
pealed as of the effective date of the code. Subsequent amendments
to sections of the code shall be enacted in the same manner as herein
required for the amendment of ordinances generally.

Detailed regulations pertaining to any subject such as the conf-'::.
struction of buildings, plumbing, wiring or other subjects which re-
quire extensive regulations, when arranged as a comprehensive code,
may likewise be adopted by reference in the maimer provided .in this
section.

ARTICLE VIII.
THE CITY MANAGER

Section 800. City Manager. There shall be a City Manager who
shall be the chief executive officer and head of the administrative branch
of the City government. He shall be chosen on the basis of his executive
and administrative qualifications with special reference to his actual
experience in, or his knowledge of accepted practices with respect to the
duties of his office as hereinafter set forth. No member of the Council
shall be eligible for appointment to the office of City Manager during
the term for which he shall have been elected or appointed, nor within

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Section 801, Powers and Duties. The City Manager shall be
head of the Administrative Branch of the City government. He shall be
responsible to the Council for the proper administration of all affairs
of the City and to that end, subject to the personnel provisions of this
Charter, he shall have power and shall be required to:

(a) Appoint and, when necessary for the good of the
service, discipline and remove all officers and employees of the City
except as otherwise provided by this Charter, and except as he may
authorize the head of any department or office to appoint or remove
subordinates in such department or office.

(b) Prepare the budget annually and submit it to the
Council and be responsible for its administration after its adoption.

(c) Prepare and submit to the Council as of the end of
the fiscal year, a complete report on the finances and administrative
activities of the City for the preceding year.

(d) Review procedures relating to the assessment levy
and collection of ad valorem property taxes and make recommendations
regarding the same to the Council if deemed appropriate.

(e ) Establish a centralized, purchasing system for all
City offices, departments and agencies.

(f ) Establish and enforce specifications for supplies, '

materials and equipment required by the City.
(g) Cause alL-Supplies purchased by the. City to be inspected

arid a determination .mri.de that the same comply with specifications.
( h) Prepare rules and regulations governing the contracting

for, purchasing, storing inventory, distribution or disposal of all supplies,
materials and equipment required by any office, department or agency of
the City government and recommend them to the Council for its adoption
by ordinance. Preference shall be given to the purchase of supplies,
materials and equipment from local merchants, quality and price being
equal.

(i) Enforce the laws of the State pertaining to the City,
the provisions of this Charter and the ordinances, franchises and rights
of the City.

( j) Keep the Council advised of the financial conditions
and future needs of the City and make such recommendations on any matter
as may to him seem desirable.

(k) Ma&S and execute contracts on behalf of the City
involving budgeted or appropriated expenditures of $2, 500.00, or less.
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(l) Appoint advisory boards, without compensation, to
assist him in the performance of his duty, if he deems it necessary.

(m) Interchange employees between or among de-
partments if he deems it proper so to do.

(n) immediately upon taking office, and annually
thereafter, inventory and place a value on all real estate, buildings,
furniture and fixtures, supplies and movable property of every kind and
nature belonging to the City; and to require each officer or department
head to inventory the same or any portion thereof. One copy of such
inventory shall be filed with the Council and one with the Auditor.

(o) Be responsible for the custody and control of all
City property, the custody and control of which has not otherwise been
provided for by this Charter.

(p) Perform such other duties as may be prescribed by
this Charter or required of him by the Council not inconsistent with
this Charter.

The City Manager shall have the authority to transfer equipment
and supplies between departments, and with the approval of the Council,
sell obsolete, unused or surplus personal property of the City.

The City Manager shall be accorded a seat at the Council table
and shall be entitled to participate in the deliberations of the Council,
but shall not have a vote. The Council shall appoint one of the other
officers of the City to serve as Manager Pro Tempore during any absence
or disability of the City Manager.

The Council shall have the right to instruct the City Manager in
matters of policy and any action, determination or omission of the City
Manager shall be subject to review by the Council, but no such action,
determination or omission shall be overruled or modified by a vote of
less than four-sevenths (4/7$£? \;;.of the members of such Council.

ARTICLE IX.
OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES

The officers
of the City of Modesto shall consist of a Mayor, the Council, a City
Manager, a City Attorney, a City Clerk, a City Auditor and such other
or subordinate officers, assistants, deputies and employees as the
Council may deem necessary to provide by ordinance or resolution.

Section 900. Officers and Employees. General.
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The City Attorney, the City Clerk, and the City Auditor shallhe appointed by and may be removed by the affirmative votes of four(4) members of the Council, provided, however, that neither the
City Attorney, the City Clerk nor the City Auditor shall be removed
from office during or within a period of ninety (90) days next
succeeding the election of a member of the Council. The purpose
of this provision is to allow any newly elected member of the Council,
to observe the actions ar$ abilities of tlusse officersin the performance of
the powers and duties of the respective offices. •— /!/!*..*' »

The City Manager shall be appointed and removed as provided by
Section 800 of this Charter. Except as otherwise provided in this
section all other officers and department heads of the City shall be
appointed by the City Manager and shall serve at the pleasure of the
City Manager.

Section 901. Office of the City Clerk. The office of the
City Clerk is hereby established. It shall be the duty of the City
Clerk to:

(a) Attend all meetings of the Council and be re-
sponsible for the recording and maintaining of a record of all the
actions of the Council;

(b) Keep all ordinances and resolutions of the Council
in such maimer that the information contained therein will be readily
accessible and open to the public. He shall attach to the original copy
of each ordinance a certificate which will state the date that the
ordinance was adopted, and as to an ordinance requiring publication,
that the same has been published in accordance with the Charter;

(c) Keep all records of the Council and of his office
in such maimer that the information contained therein will be
readily accessible and open to the public until such time as any of
the records may be destroyed, or reproduced and the original thereof
destroyed, in accordance with State law;

(d) Be the custodian of the seal of the City;

(e) Administer oaths or affirmations, take affidavits
and depositions pertaining to the affairs and business of the City and
certify copies of the official records;

(f ) Have charge of all City elections;

(g) Be responsible for the publication of all official
advertising of the City; and

(h) Perform such other duties consistent with this Charter
as may be required of him by the Council.
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Section 902. Office of the City Attorney. Th.e Office of the City
Attorney is hereby established. The City Attorney shall be an attorney at
law, and shall be licensed to practice his profession in the State of Calif -ornia. In addition, he should have had at least five (5) years’ experience
in the practice of law prior to his appointment. The City Attorney shall have
the power and duty to:

(a) Represent and appear for the City, its Council, boards
and commissions in all actions or proceedings in which they are concerned
or are a party; and represent and appear for a City officer or employee,
or a former City officer or employee, in all actions or proceedings in
which such officer or employee is a party-defendant due to the performance
of his official duties, provided such representation and appearance, in
the opinion of the City Attorney will not conflict with the City Attorney's
duties to the City and will not adversely affect the interests of the City;

(b) Advise the Council and all City officers in all matters
of law pertaining to their offices;

(c) Attend all meetings of the Council, except when ex-
cused or disabled, and give his advice or opinion on the legality of all
matters under consideration by the Council or by any of the boards, com-
missions or officers of the City;

(dj) Prepare ordinances, formal resolutions, contracts and
other legal instruments as shall be required or as may be deemed necessary
by him for the proper conduct of the business of the City, and approve
the form of such contracts and the form of all bonds given to the City;

(e) Upon direction of the Council prosecute on behalf of
the people all criminal cases for violation of City ordinances;

(f ) Perform such other legal duties as may be required
by the Council.

The Council may retain or employ other attorneys to take
charge of any litigation or legal matter or to assist the City Attorney therein..

After ob-
taining and considering the recommendations of the City Manager, the
Council shall provide by ordinance or resolution, not inconsistent with
this Charter, for the powers and duties of all officers and employees of
the City.

Section 903. Duties of Officers and Employees.

Where the positions are not incompatible, the Council may
combine in one person the powers and duties of two (2) or more offices
created or provided for in the Charter. No office provided herein to be
filled by appointment by the City Manager may be combined with an
office provided herein to be filled by appointment by the Council.
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Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Council may transfer or
consolidate function's of the City government to or with appropriate
functions of the State or County government, or may make use of such
functions of the State or County governx^ent and in case of any such
transfer or consolidation,the provisions of this Charter providing for
the function of the City government so transferred or consolidated,
shall be deemed suspended during the continuance of such transfer or
consolidation, to the extent that such suspension is made necessary or
convenient and is set forth in the ordinance or resolution establishing
such transfer or consolidation. Any such transfer or consolidation
may be repealed in like manner.

Section 904. Compensation of Officers and Employees.
The compensation of all City officers and employees, except as
otherwise provided in this Charter, shall be by salary to be fixed by
ordinance or resolution. No officer or employee shall be allowed
any fees, perquisites, emoluments, rewards or compensation,
aside from the salary or compensation as fixed by the Council, but
all fees received by him in connection with his official duties shall
be paid by him into the City Treasury,

Section 905. Oath of Office. Every officer of the City,
before entering upon the duties of his office, shall take the oath of
office as provided for in the Constitution of this State, and shall file the
same with the City Clerk.

Section 906. Official Bonds, The Council shall fix by
ordinance the amounts and terms of the-official bonds of all officials
or employees who are required by ordinance to give such bonds. All
bonds shall be executed by responsible corporate surety, shapl be
approved as to form by the City Attorney and shall be filed with the City
Clerk. Premiums on official bonds shall be paid by the City.

There shall be no personal liability upon, or any right
to recover against, a superior officer, or his bond, for any wrongful
act or omission of his subordinate, unless such superior officer was
a party to, or conspired in such wrongful act Remission.

The provisions
of Article 4, Chapter 1,. Division 4, Title I of the Government Code
of the State of California, as the same now exist or hereafter may be
amended, relating to prohibitions applicable to specified officers, are
hereby adopted by reference and shall a|>ply to the City of Modesto.

Section 907. Financial Interest Prohibited.
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Section. 908. Nepotism.. The Council shall not appoint to asalaried position under the City government any person'who.'. is a relative by
blood or marriage within the second degree of any one or more of the
members of such Council and neither shall any department head or other
officer having appointive power appoint any relative within such degree to
any such position.

Section 909. Political and Religious Tests. Except as
otherwise provided by the general laws of this State heretofore or
hereafter enacted, no appointment to any position under the City
government shall be made or be withheld by reason of any religious
or political opinions or affiliations or political services, and no appoint-
ment to or selection for or removal from any office or employment and
no transfer, promotion, reduction, reward or punishment shall be in any
manner affected by such opinions, affiliations or service.

ARTICLE X.
EXECUTIVE AND ADMINISTRATIVE DEPARTMENTS

After
obtaining and considering the recommendations of the City Manager, the
Council shall provide by ordinance, not inconsistent with this Charter,
for the organization, functions, conduct and operation of the several
offices and departments of the City, and may provide for the creation of
additional departments, divisions, offices and agencies, and for their
consolidation, alteration or abolition. It may further provide by ordinance
or resolution for the assignment and reassignment of divisions, offices
and agencies to departments, and for the number, titles, qualifications,
powers, duties and compensation of all officers and employees.

Section 1000. Assignment of Powers. Organization.

ARTICLE XI.
APPOINTIVE BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS

Section 1100. In General. There shall be the boards and com-
missions enumerated in this Article which shall have the powers and duties
as provided herein. Except as otherwise provided in this Article the
number of members to comprise any board or commission shall be de-
termined by ordinance. No member of any board or commission shall
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hold any paid office or employment in the City government. Except as
otherwise provided in this Article, in order to be eligible for appoint-
ment or to hold office as a member of any board or commission, , a
person shall be a registered elector of the City. In addition to the
boards and commissions enumerated in this Article, the Council may
create by ordinance such boards or commissions as in its judgment
are required and may grant to them such* powers and duties as are
consistent with the provisions of this Charter.

Section UOl. Appropriations. The Council shall include
in the annual budget such appropriations of funds as in its opinion
shall be sufficient for the efficient and proper functioning of such
boards and commissions.

Section 1102. Appointments. Terms. The members of each
of such boards or commissions shall be appointed by the Council. They
shall be subject to removal, by lesduiion of the Council adopted by at
least four (4) affirmative votes. The members thereof shall serve for
a term of four (4) years and until their respective successors are
appointed and qualified.

The members first appointed to such boards and commissions
shall so classify themselves by lot that each succeeding January 1st the
term of one of their number shall expire. If the total number of mem-
bers of a board or commission to be appointed exceeds four (4), the
classification by lot shall provide for the grouping of terms to such an
extent as is necessary in order that the term of at least one member
shall expire on each succeeding January 1st, and that the number of
terms expiring in any year does not exceed by more than one the number
expiring in any other year.

The members of the boardsSection 1103. Existing Boards.
and commissions holding office when this Charter takes effect shall con-
tinue to hold office thereafter until their respective terms of office shall
expire and until their successors shall be appointed and qualified. The
successors of •'Such members shall be appointed for terms of such
duration, not exceeding four (4) years, as will carry into effect the plan
for staggered terms prescribed in the preceding section.

Section 1104. Meetings. Chairmen. As soon as practicable
following the first day of January of each year, each of such boards and
commissions shall organize by electing one of its members to serve as
presiding officer at the pleasure of such board or commission. Whenever
a special meeting of any board or commission shall be called, the secretary
shall cause written notice of such meeting to be given to each member of such
board or commission and to each local newspaper of general circulation,
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radio or television station requesting notice in writing. Such, notice
must be delivered personally or must be deposited in the United
States mail, postage prepaid, at least twenty-four (24) hours before
tbe time of such meeting as specified in the notice
order shall specify the time and place of the special meeting and the
business to be transacted. No other business shall be considered
at such meetings by said boards or commissions.

Written notice to each member of any board or commission
may be dispensed with as to any member of any board or commission .
who, at or prior to the time the meeting convenes, files with the
Secretary of such board ojr commission a written waiver of notice.
The waiver may be given 1sy telegram. The written notice may
also be dispensed with as to any member of any board or commission
who is actually present at the meeting at the time it convenes.

The affirmative or negative vote of a majority of the
entire membership of such board or commission shall be necessary
for it to take action.

The notice and

Unless otherwise provided by the Council, or by. this Charter,
the City Manager shall provide a secretarŷ for-the recording of the
minutes of each of such boards and commissions who shall keep a
record of its proceedings and transactions. Each board and commission
shall prepare and submit to the Council an annual report of its
activities. Such report shall be made on the fiscal year basis and
shall be submitted on or before September 1st of each year. Each
board or commission shall prescribe its own procedural rules and
regulations which shall be consistent with this Charter and copies
of which shall be kept on file in the office of the City Clerk where they
shall be available for public inspection.

The members of
boards and commissions shall serve without compensation for their
services as such, but may receive reimbursement for necessary
traveling and other expenses incurred in the performance of their
official duties'.

Section 1105. Compensation. Vacancies.

Any vacancies in any board or commission, from what-
ever cause arising, shall be filled by appointment by the Council.
Upon a vacancy occurring, leaving an unexpired portion of a term,
any appointment to-fill such vacancy shall be for the unexpired portion
of such term. If a member of a board or commission absents him-
self from three ( 3) regular meetings of such board or commission,
consecutively, unless by permission of such board or commission,
expressed in its official minutes, or is convicted of a crime
involving moral turpitude, or ceases to be a qualified elector of the
City, his office shall become vacant and shall be so declared by the
Council.

Section H0£>. Oaths,
]

Affirmations. Each member of any
such board or commission shall have the power to administer baths
and affirmations in any investigation or proceeding pending before
such board or commission.

Section 2107. Planning Commission. There shall be a
Planning Commission. The Planning Commission shall have the
power and duty to:

*
(a) Recommend to the Council, after a public

hearing thereon, the adoption, amendment or repeal of a.General
Plan or any part thereof for the physical development of the City; and

(b) Exercise such functions with respect to land
subdivisions, planning and zoning as may be prescribed by ordinance
or resolution.

(c) Perform such other duties relating to planning and
zoning as the Council may require by ordinance or resolution.

There shall be
a Personnel Commission, none oftth’s members a£ which shall hold any salaried
City office or employment while a member of the Commission nor
for a period of one year after he has ceased for any reason to be
a member, be eligible for appointment to any salaried office or em-
ployment in the services of the City nor to any City elective office.

Section 1108. Personnel Commission.

Section 1109. Personnel Commission, Powers and
Duties. The Personnel Commission shall have power and be
required to:

(aj Act in an advisory capacity to the Council and the
City Manager on personnel administration;

(b) Recommend to the Council after a public
hearing thereon, the adoption, amendment or repeal of personnel
rules and regulations;

(c) Hear appeals of any person in the classified
service relative to any suspension, demotion or dismissal;

(d) Make any investigation which it may consider
desirable concerning the administration of personnel in the municipal
service and report its findings to the Council and the City Manager;

(e) Perform such other duties with reference to
personnel administration not inconsistent with this Charter as the
Council may require by ordinance or resolution.
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Section. 1110. Library and. Culture Commission,. There shall bea Library and Culture Commission consisting of seven 17) members, five(5) of whom shall be registered electors of the City, and two\Z ) of whomshall live outside the City but shall be registered electors of the ModestoHigh School District of Stanislaus County. The Commission shall have the
power and duty to:

(a) Act in an advisory capacity to the Council and the
City Manager in all matters pertaining to art, literature, music and
other cultural activities;

(b) Formulate and recommend, annually to the Council
a program relating to art, literature, music and other cultural
activities;

(c ) Promote the preservation of historic sites, landmarks,
documents, paintings and other objects associated with the history of the
City and its area, and develop educational interest in all such historical
matters;

(d) Act in an advisory capacity to the Council, City
Manager and Director of any Museum or Cultural Center that may be
established by the Council; and

(fe) Act in an advisory capacity to the Council, City
Manager and the head of the Public Library System providing library
services for the inhabitants of the City.

ARTICLE XII.
PERSONNEL SYSTEM

Section 1200. Personnel System. Merit Principle.
Appointments and promotions in the Classified Service of the City shall
be made according to merit and fitness and from eligible lists to be
established in accordance with personnel rules and regulations adopted
in the manner provided in this Charter.

Section 1201, Unclassified and Classified Service,
administrative service of the City s
and Classified Service.

(a} The Unclassified Service shall comprise the
following officers and positions:

( 1) All elected offices’#,

( 2J City Manager, Deputy City Manager, City
Attorney, City Clerk, City Auditor, and all heads of departments.
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( 3) All members o£ boards and commissions.
( 4t ) Persons employed as unskilled laborers.
( 5) Positions in sidy class or grade created for a

special or temporary purpose for a period of not longer than 90 days in
any one fiscal year.

( 6) Persons employed to render professional,
scientific, technical or expert services of any occasional or exceptional
character.

( 7) Part-time employees paid on an hourly or
per diem basis.

(b) The Classified Service shall comprise all positions
not specifically included by this section in the Unclassified Service.

Section 1202, Rules and Regulations.
^

The Personnel System
provided by this Article shall be implemented by such rules and regulations
governing the administration thereof as are adopted by the Council upon
the recommendation of the City Manager.

Section 1203. Political Activities Prohibited. No person
holding any position in the Classified Service, or on an eligihle list,
shall take an active part in any municipal political campaign or con-
tribute thereto in behalf of any candidates, nor shall such person seek
signatures to any petition seeking to advance the candidacy of any person
for any municipal office. Nothing in this section shall be construed
to prevent any such persons from seeking election or appointment to public
office. Upon becoming a candidate for public office any such person shall
request and be granted a leave of absence, without pay, to remain in
effect during the period of time such person is a candidate.

Except as otherwise provided by the general laws of this State
heretofore or hereafter enacted, no person in the Classified Service,
or seeking admission thereto, shall be employed, promoted, demoted or
discharged or in any way favored or discriminated against because of
political opinions or affiliations or because of race or religious belief.

No officer or employee of the City and no candidate for any
City Office shall, directly or indirectly, solicit any assessment, sub-
scription or contribution, whether voluntary or involuntary, for any
municipal political purpose whatever, from anyone on the eligible lists
or holding any position in the Classified Service.

Section 1204. ^Contract for Performance of Administrative
Functions, The Council may contract' -with, the governing bogy ol a «~^y,
or county within this State, or with a State department or other public
or private agency for the preparation or conducting of competitive
examinations for positions in the City service or for the performance
of any other personnel administration service.

ARTICLE XIII.
FISCAL ADMINISTRATION

Section 1300. The Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the City
shall commence upon the first day of July of each year, or at such
other time as may be fixed by ordinance.

Section 1301. Tax System. The Council shall by
ordinance provide a system for the assessment, levy and collection of
City taxes upon property.

Section 1302. Annual Budget. On such date in each year
as shall be fixed by the Council, the City Manager shall send to the
Council a careful estimate, in writing, of’ the amounts, specifying
in detail the objects thereof required for the business and proper
conduct of the various departments, offices, boards and commissions of
the City, over which he has control, during the next ensuing year. The
City Manager shall also at said time submit to the Council an estimate
of the amount of income from fines, licenses, and other sources of revenue,
exclusive of taxes upon property, and the probable amount required to
be levied and raised by taxation.

Section 1303. Public Hearing on the Budget. After re-
viewing the proposed budget as submitted by the City Manager and
making such revisions as it may deem advisable, the Council shall
determine the time for holding of a public hearing upon, and
shall cause a notice thereof to be published not less than ten (10)
days prior to said hearing. by at least one insertion in the official news -
paper Of the City. .

Copies of the proposed budget shall be. available for in
spection by the public at the office of the City Clerk at least ten (10) days
priOt to^aid .hearing. , . a .

> .
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At the time so advertised or at any time to which such public
hearing from time to time be adjourned, the Council shall hold a public
hearing on the proposed budget at which interested persons desiring to be
heard shall be given such opportunity.

Section 1304. Adoption of the Budget.

of the public hearing the Council shall further consider the proposed
budget and make any revisions thereof that it may deem advisable and
thereafter it shall adopt the budget with revisions, if any. Upon final
adoption, the budget shall be in effect for the ensuing fiscal year.

From the effective date of the budget, the several amounts
stated therein^rdBh p̂roposed expenditures shall be and become appro-
priated to the various departments or activities therein described. All
appropriations shall lapse at the end of the fiscal year to the extent
that they shall not have been expended or lawfully encumbered.

Section 1305. Tax Limit, (a) General. The Council shall
not levy a property tax for municipal purposes for any fiscal year in
excess of $1.25 on each $100.00 of assessed value of the taxable property
in the City, except as otherwise provided in this section, unless authorized
by the affirmative votes of the majority of the electorate voting on a proposition
to increase such levy at any election at which the question of such additional
levy for municipal purposes is submitted to the electors. The number of
years that such additional levy is to be made shall be specified in such
proposition.

(1$ Under County Tax System. For the fiscal year
in which the City iaSraiis itself of the general laws relative to the
assessment and collection of City taxes by County Officials, and for
each succeeding fiscal year, the City Council may levy a rate of tax
for any purpose for which a maximum rate is specified by this section up
to an amount that exceeds such maximum rate in the proportion that the
total assessed valuation of the entire City roll used in the fiscal year
immediately preceding the year for which the City availed itself of the
County tax assessing and coEection services exceeded the total assessed
valuation of the property within the City on the entire County roll for the
same year.

(cJf Additional Taxes. There shall be levied and collected
at the. time and in the same manner as other property taxes for municipal
purposes are levi*$l and collected, as additional taxes, if ho other provision
for the payment thereof is made:
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( I) A tax sufficient to meet all obligations of tbe
City for principal and interest of all bonds or judgments due \and unpaid
or to become due during the ensuing fiscal year -which constitute the
general obligations of the City;

( 2vp A tax sufficient to meet all obligations of the
City to the State Employees’ Retirement . System for retirement of
the City employees, if any, due and unpaid or to become due during the
ensuing fiscal year.

(d) Special Levies. Special levies in addition to
the above may be made annually in amounts not to exceed the limits
hereinafter enumerated in this section, respectively, on each $100. 00 of
the assessed value of the taxable property in the City:

( 1} For the support and maintenance of free
public libraries and reading rooms, Twenty cents (20£ ).

The proceeds of any such special levy shall be used solely
for the respective purposes for which it is levied.

The Council shall employ,Section 1306. Independent Audit.
at the beginning of each fiscal*, year, an independent certified public
accountant who, at such time or times as may be specified by the Council,
at least annually, shall examine the books, records, inventories, and
reports of all officers and employees who receive, handle or disburse
public funds and all such other officers and employees and depart-
ments as the Council may direct.

As soon as practicable after the end of the fiscal year, a final
audit and report shall be submitted by such accountant to the Council, one
copy thereof to be distribute<|t.Q each member, one to the City Auditor ,

to the City Manager and/City 'Attorney respectively, and three (3)
additional copies to be placed on file in the office of the City Clerk, where
they shall be available for inspection by the general public.
one

Section 1307. Public Work to be Done by Contract. Every
project involving an expenditure of City moneys of more than the amount
specified in Section 37902 of the Government Code of the State of California,
as the same now exists or may hereafter be amended for the construction or
improvement of public buildings, works, drains, sewers, utilities, parks,
playgrounds, and streets (exclusive of projects for resurfacing, maintenance
and repair of streets ) shall be let by contract to the lowest responsible
bidder after notice by publication in the official newspaper by one or more
insertions, the first of which shall be at least seven (7) days before the
time for opening -bids.

All bids shall, be accompanied by either a certified,, or
cashier's check, or a bidder's bond executed by a corporate surety
authorized to engage in such business in California, made payable to the
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City. Such, security shall he in an amount not less than that specified in
the notice inviting bids or in the specifications referred to therein, or if no
amount be so specified then in an amount not less than ten per cent (10%)
of the aggregate amount of the bid. If the successful bidder neglects or
refuses to enter into the contract, within the time specified in the notice
inviting bids or specifications referred to therein, the amount of his
bidder’s security shall be declared forfeited to the City and shall be
collected end paid into its general fund and all bonds so forfeited shall
be prosecuted and the amount thereof collected and paid into such fund.

The Council may reject any and all bids presented and may
readvertise in its discretion.

The Council after rejecting bids, or if no bids are received,
may declare and determine that, in its opinion, based on estimates approved
by the City Manager the work in question may be performed better or more
economically by the City with its own employees and after the adoption of
a resolution to this effect by at least five (5) affirmative votes of the
Council may proceed to have said work done in the manner stated, without
further observance of the provisions of this section. Such contracts
likewise may be let without advertising for bids, if such work shall be
deemed by the City Council to be of urgent necessity for the preservation
of life, health or property and shall be authorized by resolution passed
by at least five (5 ) affirmative votes of the Council and containing a
declaration of the facts constituting such urgency.

Nothing in this section shall be construed to apply to the
acquisition or purchase of electricity, electric power or electric
energy by the City for any use or purpose.

Any officer of the
City, or of any department thereof, who shall aid or assist a bidder in
securing a contract to furnish labor, materials or supplies at a
higher price than that proposed by any other bidder, or who shall favor
one bidder over another by giving or withholding information, or who
shall wilfully mislead any bidder in regard to the character of the
materials or supplies called for, or who shall knowingly accept materials
or supplies of a quality inferior to those called for by the contract or who
shall knowingly certify to a greater amount of labor performed than has
been actually performed, or to the receipt of a greater amount or
different kind of materials or supplies than has been actually received
shall be deemed guilty of malfeasance and shall be removed from office.

Section 1308. Collusion with Bidder.

If at any time it

The Council, in granting franchises, shall prescribe the

SCHOOL SYSTEM

Section1500. Board of Education. The control , management
and administration of the public schools of the City of Modesto, and the
territory that is now or may hereafter be annexed thereto for school
purposes, in accordance with the Constitution and general laws of the State
of California,arehereby vested in a Board of Education. In all matters
not specifically provided for in this Article, the Board shall be governed
by the provisions of the general law relating to such matters and shall be
vested with all the powers and charged with all the duties provided by the
laws of the State for city boards of education. The Board of Education
shall be the governing body of the Modesto City School District of
Stanislaus County, the Modesto High School District Of Stanislaus County,
and the Modesto Junior College District of Stanislaus County.

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at large from the territory 'within the boundaries of the school district
or districts which are under the jurisdiction of the Board. The members
of the Board of Education shall hold office for a period of four (4) years
from and after the first Tuesday following their election and continuing
until their successors are elected and^have qualified. No person shall
be eligible to be nominated for or to hold office as a member of the
Board of Education unless he is and shall have been for at least three
(3) years preceding his election or appointment a resident and registered
elector of the school district or districts which are under the juris-
diction of the Board of Education.

If a vacancy shall occur on the Board of Education, the
Board shall forthwith appoint a person to fill such vacancy. Said appointee
shall hold office until his successor is duly elected at the next general
municipal election and has qualified. The members of the Board of
Education shall be subject to recall as provided in this Charter.

All territory included within the limits of any school
district or districts which are under the jurisdiction of the Board of
Education, but not within the City limits, shall be deemed a part of
the City for the purpose of holding municipal elections and shall constitute
one or more separate election precincts, and the qualified, electors
therein shall vote only for members of the Board of Education and on
questions submitted to a vote of the people at special or general
elections pertaining to school matters.

The members of the Board of Education in office at the
time this Charter takes effect shall continue in office until the expiration
of their terms. Their successors shall be elected for a term of four (4)
years at the general municipal election to be held during the year each of
said respective terms expires, it being the intention of this section that
the terms of the five (5) members shall be staggered, three 03) members
being elected at the General Municipal Election to be held in 1963, and
two
be held in 1965, and staggered accordingly successively thereafter at
each General Municipal Election.

Section 1600. Effective Date of Charter. The provisions of
this Charter shall become effective immediately when the concurrent
resolution of the Legislature approving this Charter is filed with the
Secretary of State.

If any
provision of this Charter, or the application thereof to any person or
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circumstances is held invalid, the remainder of the Charter and the
application of such provision to other persons or circumstances shall
not be affected thereby.

(h) "Newspaper of general circulation within the City"
is as defined by Section 6000 of the Government Code of the State of
California;

(i) "Public Utility or Service" as used in this Charter
means the supply by the City to its inhabitants, or any portion thereof, with
water, light, heat, power, transportation service of telephone, telegraph
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or wireless communication service, except that said, term sh.aU not include
furnishing of sewer or Bewage disposal services, drainage service,
airport services or taxicab services; and
