A revocable permit is hereby granted to said
applicant to locate a gasoline storage tank in the park strip adjacent
to his building located on the north side of J Street, at Eighth Street
and to service the vehicles of the iessee in the alley at the pump
located inside the building, subject to the other provisions of this
resolution.

SECTION 2, Said permit is granted for each of the conditions
herein set forth, which conditions Permittee agrees, by acceptance of
this permit, to faithfully perform to-wit:

(a) Permittee, upon the revocation or other termination of
this permit, agrees to remove the equipment upon the request of the
City and retﬁrn the street to its original condition, at his expense.

(b) Permittee agrees that this permit may be revoked by the

City upon giving permittee 30 days prior notice.



(¢c) Permittee shall indemnify and save the City harmless of
and from all damages, costs and charges of any kind or character arising
out of or relating to or in any way connected with the exercise of the
rights granted by this permit.

(d) Permittee at his own cost and expense, shall defend
any and all law suits, if any arising out of or in any way connected
with the exercise of the rights granted by this permit.

(e) Permittee agrees that this permit may be revoked by the
City either on the basis of the necessity for removal of the underground
storage tank for necessary public improvements, or the necessity to
prohibit parking on the north side of the alley by the vehicles to be
serviced, or both.

(f) Permittee shall take out and maintain during the life of
this permit such public liability and property damage insurance.as
shall protect it, and any person performing work under this permit,
for claims for damages for personal injury, including accidental death,
as well as from claims for property damage, which may arise out of the
exercise of the rights granted by this permit, whether by itself, or
by a sub-contractor, or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by
either of them, and the amount of such insurance shall be as follows:

Public Ligbility insurance in an amount not less than One
Hundred Thousand and no/100 ($100,000) Dollars for injuries, including
accidental death, to any one person, and, subject to the same limit for
each person, in an amount not less than Two Hundred Thousand and no/100ths
($200,000) Dollars on account of oné occurrence; and

Property damage insurance, in an amount not less than Ten
Thousand and no/100ths ($10,000) Dollars.

Permittee shall furnish City with satisfactory proof of
carriage of the insurance required. Such insurance shall be absolutely
non-cancellable for a period of not less than five (5) days after notice

to the City.



SECTION 3. The City Clerk shall furnish Permittee with a
copy of this resolution. Permittee shall have twenty (20) days from
and after the adoption of this resolution within which to file written
acceptance of this permit and certificates of insurance as required by
this resolution with the City Clerk, and no right shall be conferred
hereby until said acceptance and certificate is filed.

00)
Dollars in any occurrence, except that collision.: insurance may provide for
a Two hundred fifty and no/100ths ($250.00) Dollar deductible provision.

WHEREAS, it is essential that city street deficiencies be
corrected at a rate at least comparable to the needs of other
highway systems, and

WHEREAS, this is not being done and is impossible to do under
the present formulas for distribution of highway user taxes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the City of
Modesto approve and support the following Summary of Municipal
Position and Policy adopted by the League of California Cities Streets
and Highways Committee:

1., It is established that financial resources of cities
are inadequate to correct city street deficiencies
within the foreseeable future.

2, With present revenues it is estimated that by the year
1980 one hundred per cent of the deficiencies on the
state highway system will have been corrected, twenty-
seven per cent of the county road deficiencies will
have been corrected, and only fourteen per cent of the
city street deficiencies will have been corrected.

3. Highway user tax funds available for street and highway
purposes should be expended as nearly as possible on the
basis of greatest need.

L, Deficiencies on the street and highway systems of each
governmental jurisdiction should be corrected at
approximately the said rate.

5. Cities are willing to assume their full share of the

responsibility for correcting city street deficiencies
within their financial ability to do so.



6. To accomplish an orderly and expeditious -correction
of city street deficiencies, cities:

a. Must be willing to support a one-cent increase
in the state gas-tax for expenditure on major
city streets.

b. Cities must be willing to match with local funds
any increase in state highway user funds allocated

to cities for construction and improvement of
major city streets.

All such banners and decoration
shall be of a type approved by, and shall be installed in the manner
prescribed by, the City Manager.

and the installation as he may deem necessary.



4. Prior to the granting of a permit to display any banner
or decoration over the city streets, the applicant shall furnish to
the city written evidence of its willingness to‘indemnify and hold
the éity harmless from and against any and all costs, damages or
liabilities arising out of the erection, maintenance or display of
said banneré or decorations.

WHEREAS, the City of Modesto, a municipal corporation,
and the Division of Highways, Department of Public Works, State
of California, have entered into a cooperative agreement for the
public improvement of a State Highway, being a portion of State
Highway Route 109, and also being a city street; and

A RESOLUTION AND ORDER OF THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

MODESTO PROVIDING FOR A GENERAL MUNICIPAL ELECTION TO

BE HELD ON TUESDAY, APRIL 14, 1959, AND DESIGNATING

PRECINCTS AND POLLING PLACES AND APPOINTING MEMBERS

OF PRECINCT BOARDS FOR SAID GENERAL MUNICIPAL ELECTION.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Modesto as follows:

(1) Pursuant to the Charter of the City of Modesto, a general
municipal election shall be held on Tuesday, April 14, 1959, in the City
of Modesto and in the Modesto City School District for the election of
the following officers:

(a) One (1) Mayor for the full term of four (4) years;

(b) Three (3) Councilmen for the full term of four (4)
years each; and

(c) Three (3) members of the Board of Education of the
Modesto City School Distriet, for the full term of four (4) years each.

(2) The duties of said officers in the conduct of saild election
shall be the same as the duties prescribed by the Elections Code of the
State of California for officers of general elections.

The polls at the polling places hereinabove designated shall
be opened at T o'clock a.m. of said day of election and shall be kept
open continuously thereafter until 7 o'clock p.m. of sald day of election,
when the polls shall be closed (except as provided in Section 5734 of the
Elections Code), and the election officers shall thereupon proceed to can-
vass the ballots cast thereat.

(4) The returns of said election shall be made out and signed
by the election officers and shall be by them deposited with the City Clerk,
together with the ballots cast at saild electlon; and the Councll shall meet
at its usual meeting place and canvass sald returns on Tuesday, the 21st
- day of April, 1959 (being the first Tuesday after sald election), at the

hour of 4L:00 p.m., and declare the result of said election.

SUMMARY OF MAJOR PROVISIONS OF THE

A. Misczllaneous members of the retirement system shall be divided
into two groups as follows:

3. Contributions to be made by miscellaneous Group B members with
respect to service rendered after the effective date of this
amendment shall be at two-thirds the rate provided in said
Retirement Law for the "1/60%" formula as that rate applies to
the monthly equivalent of that part of the annual compensation
which is subject to contributions under Section 218 of the
Social Security Act at the time such compensation is paid and
at 100 per cent of such rate as it applies to the remainder of
compensation. (Retroactive employee OASDI contributions of
Group B members shall be paid during the retroactive period.
If such surplus Retirement System contributions should not be
sufficient to fully cover the retroactive OASDI contributions,
