Annual Capital Improvement Program (CIP) 
The process of developing the CIP normally proceeds in parallel with the operating budget. 

1. Existing Project Review: Existing projects are reviewed by department staff, with the assistance of the Finance
department, to identify any projects which should be closed – either because they are complete, or because they
have been inactive for an extended period of time.

2. Resource Estimation: The Finance department, in coordination with other departments, develops estimates of the
City resources available for spending on capital improvements and other projects.

3. Project & Funding Source Identification:  Departments identify projects to be included in the CIP document.  The
goal is to include both current projects and any future projects, which should commence within the ten-year
timeframe of the CIP plan.  Departments also identify likely project-specific funding sources (primarily State and
Federal grant funds).  Other resources – such as City revenues or borrowing – are identified to cover the remaining
costs of projects, as far as possible.

4. CIP Balancing:  The Finance department compiles project-level information prepared by departments and
determines whether any City funding sources are “over-committed” – i.e. whether the amount earmarked for
projects total more than the available revenues.  If so, departments are asked to select projects to defer until future
years in which resources may become available.

5. CIP Task Force: In 2008, a CIP Task Force was created to look at the overall needs of the City and to prioritize
projects (more information of the Task Force can by located in the tab “Task Force”).  All scores determined by the
task force have been added to the detail pages as well as the spreadsheet view of projects. Due to decreased
activity and funding over the last year, the Task Force maintained the Ranked Project list from FY 13-14.

6. Planning Commission/Effective Government Committee Presentation:  Once the CIP program is balanced and
ranked by the Task Force, it is presented to the joint session of the Planning Commission and the Effective
Government Committee, which determines whether the CIP is consistent with the City’s comprehensive land use
plan and financial reasonableness.  Once this finding has been made, the document is forwarded to the City

budget.  The CIP is forwarded to the full Council for a public hearing and adoption.

CIP Glossary of Terms 

Appropriation - An authorization granted by a legislative body to make expenditures and incur obligations for a specific purpose.  An 
appropriation is usually limited in amount and as to time when it may be expended.  Operational appropriations usually expire at fiscal 
year end, and Capital appropriations are multi-year. 

Capital Facilities Fees – An impact fee charged on development projects to pay for the infrastructure needed to support growth.  The 
fees are collected on new building permits to be used for, but are not limited to, police and fire facility expansion, streets, public 
transit and air quality improvements. 

Capital Improvement - A permanent addition to the City’s assets, including the design, construction, or purchase of land, buildings, 
or facilities, or major renovations. 

Capital Improvement Program Budget - A financial plan of proposed capital improvement projects with single and multiple-year 
capital expenditures.  These include the construction of new streets, sewer lines, fire stations, development of a new park, or a 
significant study with long-term benefits to the Community.  The Capital Program plan is a ten-year plan, which is updated annually.  
This program is often referred to as the “CIP”. 

Capital Outlay - A budget category which includes all equipment having a unit cost of more than $5,000 and an estimated useful life 
of over one year.  Non-CIP capital outlay is budgeted in the City’s operating budget. 

Capital Fund – A governmental accounting fund in which the services provided are financed and operated similarly to those of a 
private business.  The rate schedules for these services are established to insure that revenues are adequate to meet all necessary 
expenditures.  Enterprise funds are established for services such as water and sewer, parking facilities, transit systems, airport, and 
golf courses. 

Community Facilities Districts – Special Taxes collected for the construction of public improvements. 

Enterprise Fund - A governmental accounting fund in which the services provided are financed and operated similarly to those of a 
private business.  The rate schedules for these services are established to insure that revenues are adequate to meet all necessary 
expenditures.  Enterprise funds are established for services such as water and sewer, parking facilities, transit systems, airport, and 
golf courses. 
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CIP Glossary of Terms 

Fixed Assets - Assets of a long-term character such as land, building, machinery, furniture, and other equipment with a value greater 
than $5,000 and a useful life longer than one year. 

Fund - An independent fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts recording cash and/or other resources 
together with all related liabilities, obligations, reserves, and equities which are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific 
activities or attaining certain objectives in accordance with special regulations, restrictions, or limitations 

Grant - Contributions of cash or other assets from another governmental entity to be used or expended for a specific purpose, activity, 
or facility.  An example is the Community Development Block Grant given by the Federal Government. 

Hosted Project - A project whose direct expenditures are budgeted in a particular fund is said to be “hosted” by that fund.  A project 
may “cause” expenditures in funds other than the host fund.  For example, transfers from another fund into the hosting fund. For each 
fund, CIP-related expenditures may be categorized as either (a) costs of hosted projects or (b) transfers out to pay for projects in other 
funds. 

Interfund Transfers - Amounts transferred from one fund to another. 

Internal Service Fund - Funds used to account for the financing of goods or services provided by one department to another 
department on a cost reimbursement basis, for example; the Fleet Management Fund, which maintains the City’s equipment pool; or 
the Central Services Fund, which provides office supplies and various materials for maintenance and construction.  

Operating Budget - The portion of the budget pertaining to the daily operations that provides basic governmental services.  The 
operating budget contains appropriations for such expenditures as personnel, supplies, utilities, materials, travel and fuel. 

Project-Specific Resources – Revenues such as grants, which are available exclusively for specific projects and whose receipt is 
contingent on the project going forward. 

Revenue - Funds that the government receives as income.  It includes such items as taxes, fees, permits, licenses, grants and interest. 

Special Revenue Fund - A fund in which revenue is collected and is restricted by the City, State or Federal Government as to how the 
city might spend its resources. 
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CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM POLICY 
Policies and Procedures Related to the

City of Modesto’s Capital Improvement Program (CIP) 

Purpose 

The 5-year Capital Improvement Program (CIP) strives to reflect the goals and policies established by the General Plan
by systematically planning, scheduling, managing, monitoring and financing capital projects to ensure cost-effectiveness 
and conformity with established policies and adopted Specific Plans. The CIP guides the funding and construction of all
public improvements constructed by the City, including roads, wastewater treatment facilities and lines, water lines, and 
parks. The CIP reflects a balance between capital replacement projects that repair, replace or enhance existing facilities, 
equipment or infrastructure and capital facility projects that significantly expand or add to the City’s existing fixed assets. 
Attention should be given to utilize available resources and grants in a manner that legitimately maximizes the city’s 
capacity to complete the capital improvements described above. 

I. Budgeting Process 

A. Budgeting Process – Generally 

Section 65401 of the Government Code and Section 10-1.102 of the Modesto Municipal Code, requires the
Planning Commission to review all new capital projects to determine if they conform with the City’s adopted 
Modesto Urban Area General Plan.  Existing CIP’s will be reviewed quarterly by the CIP Task Force.  This review 
will utilize not only financial information to identify project progress and completion timelines, but also project status 
updates from Project Managers.  This will be integrated into the budget proforma review process.  The CIP budget 
will be organized into the same functional groupings used for the operating programs. 
Based on the recommendation from the CIP Task Force, the City of Modesto Planning Commission will review for 
General Plan conformity and will forward a final recommendation to the City Council.  The City Council will then 
review the final CIP recommendation and approve the funding of new projects and the re-appropriation of funds for 
existing projects as part of the annual CIP budget cycle. 
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CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM POLICY 
B. Budgeting Policies 

1. Project costs are appropriated only when the required revenues are available. 
2. For projects financed with grant monies, the grant award must be accepted by the City Council. (Note: a 

copy of the final grant award must be provided to the Finance Department.) 
3. For projects financed with debt, it can be considered for inclusion in the CIP, but the appropriation will not

be released until the financing has been completed. 
4. Budget actions involving any Federal, State, or grant funded CIP’s are restrained by the conditions of the

funding award. 
5. Project costs will be included in the CIP in phases, i.e. projects that are not bid-ready will reflect 

appropriations only through the design phase. 
6. Appropriations needed for the construction phase are based on the bid awarded at the time the 

appropriation(s) for construction, contingency and construction management costs are requested. 
7. Projects to be closed will be identified by the Project Managers and submitted by the appropriate 

Department Director through the Finance Director to the City Manager for closure.  The City Manager 
has the final authority to close the projects using the CIP Closure Form.  The reasons for closing a
project may include Project Completion, delays due to unanticipated costs or events and change in City
Council direction. 

8. All new CIP’s must be submitted to the CIP Task Force for consideration and reviewed before they are 
presented to the City Council for appropriation approval. 
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CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM POLICY 
C. Requirements to Qualify as a CIP 

1. A “Project” description and cost estimate should include all phases, from environmental assessment and 
right-of-way acquisition through construction, regardless of whether or not all funding will be available 
within the current fiscal year budgeting cycle. 

2. Typically, the cost of a Project should be $100,000 or greater over the life of the Project. Also, a CIP will 
have a useful life of five or more years.  Exceptions to this threshold may be approved by the CIP Task 
Force. 

3. Project revenues and expenditures must be clearly identified and balanced. 
4. Projects must have identifiable timelines that include periodic milestones. 
5. While (1) maintenance costs to increase the life of the City’s infrastructure, (2) replacement costs for

infrastructure and (3) set-aside reserve amounts to create future funding for a project are not considered 
a “Project”; they are included in the CIP budget. Examples include pavement maintenance, water system 
downstream improvements and accumulation of funds for the Pelandale-99 interchange. 

6. Certain purchases and installation of fixed assets may also be included in the CIP budget plan. 
7. Every capital project will have a Project Manager who will prepare the project proposal, ensure that 

required phases are completed on schedule, authorize all project expenditures, ensure that all
regulations and laws are observed, and periodically report project status to the CIP Task Force. The 
Project Manager ensures that projects comply with the requirements imposed by the guidelines
controlling the various revenue sources that are used to finance capital project costs.  The Project
Manager shall also coordinate project accounting with the Finance Department. 
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CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM POLICY 
D. Primary-Secondary Project Relationships

The City Council previously approved grouping similar projects together in a “primary-secondary” relationship. An 
example would be replacement of upgrade of traffic signals at different intersection throughout the City.  ”Traffic 
Signals” would be the primary” project and individual “secondary” projects would then be indentified when either 
construction or construction design on each specific intersection begins.  The primary project description must
include a description of each of the secondary projects related to it.  The primary project was designed to serve as 
the budgetary control device for both the primary and secondary components. This approach was designed to
allow for greater flexibility and efficiency when programming multiple projects of the same type. 
With the creation and empowerment of the CIP Task Force, the primary-secondary project budgeting relationship 
creates difficulty for the CIP Task Force in reviewing and ranking projects.  The stand-alone budgeting method has 
proven more effective and it allows the CIP Task Force to review and rank a specific “project” rather than being 
tasked to review and rank a primary account that may contain several secondary projects. 
For all capital projects, existing primary-secondary budgeting relationships are being converted to stand-alone 
projects. All new CIP’s should be budgeted using the stand-alone budgeting method. 

E. Project Status Reports

Project milestones will be listed as objectives in the CIP program narratives to facilitate project tracking. Status 
reports for all CIP’s should be provided to the CIP Task Force on a quarterly basis and then referred to the City
Council for informational purposes.  The format and content of the report will be coordinated between the CIP Task 
Force Administrator and the Finance Department. 
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FLEET MANAGEMENT 

SYSTEM OVERVIEW 

The City of Modesto’s Fleet system now consists of 147 buses and support vehicles owned by the Stanislaus Regional Transit 
Authority (StanRTA). In addition, we have 672 vehicles and 382 pieces of other equipment such as street sweepers, off-road heavy 
equipment, and trailers. We now have 80 pieces of heavy fire apparatus for Modesto and surrounding areas, which includes five Fire 
Districts throughout Stanislaus County. Replacement equipment and vehicles are purchased primarily from a replacement fund 
managed by the Fleet Division. Transit buses are owned by StanRTA. The City of Modesto has contractual agreements for 
maintaining the transit bus fleet as well as the five Fire District apparatus. 

HIGHLIGHTS 

The Bus Facility and the Heavy-Duty Facility passed their annual California 
Highway Patrol, Basic Inspection of Terminals Program (CHP BIT) inspections 
with no notable findings.  The expansion of the parts storage room to double its 
current capacity and Phase Two of the Jefferson Corporation Yard Master Plan are 
complete and have been operational since July 2022.  This project increased fleet 
maintenance efficiency by consolidating most of fleet maintenance into one 
facility. Phase 3 will include expansion of service bays to accommodate the Light 
Duty Shop, completing the master plan to have all of Fleet Services under one 
roof. 

Fire still has the contract with the Oakdale Fire Protection District and has now 
expanded to all paid fire protection districts in the county excluding Patterson. 
Fleet maintenance continues to support the maintenance and repair of all heavy and light duty vehicles associated with those contracts.  

Fleet Services recently completed budget enhancements and negotiations with StanRTA for next fiscal year to increase technical and 
support staff positions to meet the increased demands of meeting contractual agreements and managing the aging fleet. 

Fleet Services has partnered with the Purchasing Division to purchase all vehicles that have been on the replacement lists.  Additional 
procurement methods are being explored to streamline the procurement timeline, including recent increased authorization limits for 
the City Manager to issue purchase orders for specialized vehicles when they become available.

PARK SYSTEM 

SYSTEM OVERVIEW 

The City of Modesto’s park system consists of roughly 1,246 acres of green space at 75 total parks.  There are 2 Regional Parks, 8 
Community Parks, 53 Neighborhood Parks, 12 Miscellaneous Parks and 9 trails.  The recreation elements of our park system include 
playgrounds, restrooms, volleyball courts, basketball courts, baseball/softball fields, soccer fields, tennis courts, pickleball courts, 
horseshoe pits, splashpads, shade structures, parking lots, 1 wading pool and various other site amenities.  In addition, the park system 
includes various other facilities that include 5 Community Centers, 4 Rental Facilities, 3 historic properties, 2 golf courses, 1 
convention center and 1 minor league baseball stadium. 

Over the past 15 years funding for maintenance of our park system was limited and resulted in an increase of deferred maintenance 
needs throughout the parks system.  Efforts such as facility sponsorships, community-driven park improvements (Park Partners 
Program) and applying for grants have assisted with many deferred maintenance items in the past and will continue to be a priority in 
the future. 

The passage of Measure H by Modesto voters in November 2022 and the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funding the FY 2024-
2025 CIP Budget significantly increased the funding available to address the estimated $118.8 million of deferred maintenance.  It is 
also important to note that Measure H will also result in an increase in preventative maintenance of the park system which will limit 
the growth of deferred maintenance in the park system. 

A major goal of the CIP Budget is to fund ongoing development of new parks and trails for the full build out of the City of Modesto 
park system as the City grows. 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 

This year’s CIP budget includes twenty (20) major CIP projects including, the César E. Chávez Park Renovation, Dr. Martin Luther 
King Jr. Park Renovation, Virginia Corridor Phase 7, The Awesome Spot Playground, Carpenter Road Area Soccer Fields (Bellenita 
Park), Mary Grogan Community Park Phase 2,  Tuolumne River Regional Park (TRRP) River Overlook, TRRP River Pavilion,  two 
(2) TRRP Riverwalk Trail Sections, Dry Creek to TRRP Trail, TRRP Gateway Phase 3, Dryden Park Golf Course Clubhouse 
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Renovation and the Downey Park Shade Structure Replacement along with the design and construction of other miscellaneous park 
system improvements. 

During the year, the department made exceptional progress on many CIPs, including the completion of TRRP Neece Drive Boat 
Ramp, and made substantial progress in the design phase of several other major CIP projects. One of the focuses of this CIP budget is 
to complete repairs for many deferred maintenance needs in the park system, resulting in a lower deferred maintenance need next year. 

MAJOR ACCOMPLISHMENTS 

• Partnered with neighbors at various parks to make improvements in the park system, such as the Enslen Park Playground 
Expansion, installation of new seating at the Mancini Bowl and the installation of Pickleball courts in Graceada Park. 

• Assisted Public Works/CED staff with the design of landscape improvements for their various traffic related CIP projects. 
• Awarded the Urban Drought Relief Grant for $3.359 million; $2,559,922 for the Park Turf Replacement Project and $800,000 

for the Turf Replacement Customer Rebate Program managed by the Utilities Department 
• Completed Design Phase of the following projects: 

1. Virginia Corridor Phase 7 
2. Cesar Chavez Park Renovation 
3. Mary Grogan Community Park Phase 2 
4. Carpenter Road Area Soccer fields (Bellenita Park) 

• Continued construction on The Awesome Spot Playground. 
• Completed construction on the TRRP Neece Drive Boat Ramp, Graceada Park Pool Fencing and Phase 1 of Turf Reduction in 

our Park System. 
• In addition, staff has complete more than 40 deferred/preventative maintenance projects this fiscal year. 

POLICY ISSUES 

The park system service as an integral component of the City’s economic development plan.  The Parks, Recreation and 
Neighborhoods Department will continue to work toward a sustainable and well-maintained park system that will encourage citizen 
usage and attract businesses to relocate to Modesto.  Staff has prepared a multi-year deferred maintenance and preventative 
maintenance plan to significantly decrease the deferred maintenance needs in the park system.  Future CIP budgets will focus on

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TRANSPORTATION FACILITIES 
 
 
 

SYSTEM OVERVIEW  
 
The Transportation Facilities portion of the CIP provides projects that 
maintain, upgrade and expand the City’s system of streets, bridges, traffic 
control devices, street lighting and sidewalks.  
 
The City currently maintains 634 center lane miles of streets consisting of 
121 million square feet of pavement surface area.  The replacement cost for 
the City’s streets is estimated at $979 million in today’s dollars.  The City is 
also responsible for 22 bridge structures (14 of which are canal crossings), 
three pedestrian crossings of waterways, and three pedestrian crossings over 
streets.  In addition, the City also maintains the bridge decks and pavement 
markings on another 13 structures that cross State Route 99 in the City’s 
jurisdiction. 
 
Design, construction, maintenance, and rehabilitation of traffic signals, 
roundabouts, sign and pavement markings are also City responsibilities.  
The City maintains 220 traffic signals, 12,387 street lights, 43 flashing 
beacons, 21 lighted crosswalks, 80 school flashing beacons, 7 warning 
beacons, 21 crosswalk beacons, 12 communication hubs, 18 roundabouts 
and 29,673 traffic signs. The signals Modesto maintains include 160 in Modesto, 52 for Stanislaus County, and 8 for Riverbank. 
 
Developers typically construct new residential and collector streets.  The right-of-way is dedicated to the City once construction is 
complete.  Major streets with right-of-way requirements greater than 80’ total width are the shared responsibility of the fronting 
landowner and the City, with the property owner responsible for the first 40’ of right-of-way improvements and the City responsible 
for the remainder. The City share is normally funded through Capital Facilities Fees (CFF).  Expressway improvements are funded by 
CFF funds and the property owner is reimbursed for any right-of-way needed for an expressway. 
 
 

Briggsmore Avenue Rehabilitation Project 
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MEASURE L 
 
 
In November of 2016, Stanislaus County voters approved Measure L, a county-wide, 0.5% sales tax for transportation purposes.  The 
tax went into effect in April of 2017 and is estimated to well over $960M over its 25-year life span.  The City of Modesto receives 
approximately $12M per year for street maintenance and local transportation, bicycle and pedestrian projects. 28% of the Measure L 
revenue is allocated for regional projects such as SR-132, North County Corridor, the SR-99/Briggsmore Ave. Interchange and the 
SR-99/Standiford Interchange improvements. 
 
UTILIZATION OF REGIONAL MEASURE L FUNDS 
 
In May of 2017, utilizing CFF and regional Measure L funds, the City began the design and right of way acquisition phases of the 
State Route 132 West Freeway/Expressway Phase 1 project.  Design was completed and construction began in December, 2019.  This 
project is nearly four miles in length and will include the construction of a two-lane (one lane in each direction) facility connecting 
Needham Street to Dakota Avenue.  It includes four bridge crossings at SR-99, Emerald Ave., Carpenter Rd and Rosemore Ave.   
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The project is funded with a complex matrix of funding sources including a $21M Trade Corridor Enhancement grant from the State 
SB-1 program, a $9M TIGER grant from the USDOT, $43M of Regional Measure L funds, $40M of State Transportation 
Improvement Program (STIP) funds and other state, federal and local funds.  Construction was deemed complete on December 29, 
2023 and the project is currently in the closeout process. 
 
In April 2023, the City Council awarded a contract to WMH Corporation to initiate the design efforts for the Beckwith 
Road/Standiford Avenue Interchange with State Route 99 (SR-99).  The project will make the corridor safer and more efficient for 
accessing nearby commercial areas, improving air quality, and providing facilities for bicyclists, pedestrians, and transit users.  The 
first phase of the project, Project Initiation Document (PID), is scheduled to be completed in June 2024. The Project Approval and 
Environmental Document (PA&ED) is expected to be completed in 2026. Funding for the current phases of the project is from 
Regional Measure L and Capital Facilities Fees. The goal is to get the project to a shovel ready status to secure the necessary funding 
for construction.  The earliest construction date would be 2028. 
 
In May 2023, the City Council awarded a contract to AECOM to initiate the design efforts for the Briggsmore Avenue Interchange 
with State Route 99 (SR-99).  The project will improve the corridor safety features and more create more efficiency for accessing 
nearby commercial areas, improving air quality, and providing facilities for bicyclists, pedestrians, and transit users.  The effort 
includes the Project Initiation Document (PID) scheduled to be completed by December 2024. The Project Approval and 
Environmental Document (PA&ED) is expected to be completed in 2028. Funding for the current phases of the project is from 
Regional Measure L and Federal Grant funds (RSTP). The goal is to get the project to a shovel ready status to secure the necessary 
funding for construction.  The earliest construction date would be 2030. 
 
 
TRANSPORTATION ENGINEERING DESIGN 
Transportation dollars are used and managed across various divisions and departments within the City.  Current needs have been 
identified that greatly exceed available funding, thus a comprehensive plan is needed to provide a look ahead to see how to maximize 
use of available transportation funding.  In FY19/20, a 5-Year Measure L Plan was prepared to identify, evaluate and prioritize the 
City’s Measure L local funded projects for Fiscal Year 2019-20 through 2023-24.  In general, the plan describes and prioritizes 
various Measure L-funded Capital Improvement Projects and Programs to best ensure the City maintains a safe and reliable 
transportation system. 
 
Several projects were completed in FY23/24, including:

SR-132 West Expressway Phase I – Construction was completed in 2023.  This project includes the construction of 2 lane 
expressway between Needham and Dakota Avenue. 
 
Pelandale Neighborhood Pavement Rehabilitation Project was completed in 2023.  This project included pavement 
maintenance in the are bound by Date Road, Bangs Avenue, Tully Road, and Snyder Avenue.  Improvements include slurry 
seal surface treatment. restriping, and ADA upgrades 
 
Virginia Corridor Trail Maintenance Project was completed in 2023.  This project included bike path resurfacing, new 
center line striping, new signage, and ADA upgrades. 
 
Briggsmore Avenue Pavement Rehabilitation Project was completed in 2023.  This project included pavement 
rehabilitation, ADA curb ramps, striping, lighting and drainage improvements.   
 
Orangeburg Avenue Pavement Rehabilitation Project Phase 1 was completed in 2023.  This project included pavement 
rehabilitation, ADA curb ramps, striping, lighting and drainage improvements. 
 
Empire Avenue Pavement Rehabilitation Project was completed in 2023.  This project included pavement rehabilitation, 
ADA curb ramps, striping, lighting and drainage improvements. 

 
A five-year Transportation Plan was prepared in FY19/20 to identify, evaluate and prioritize the City of Modesto’s transportation-
related operations and maintenance programs, and capital improvement projects and programs, and present one comprehensive plan 
that covers all modes of travel and available transportation funding.  The plan was developed in collaboration with the Transportation 
Engineering & Design (TED) Division of the Community and Economic Development Department; the Traffic Operations Division, 
Streets Division, and Transit Division of the Public Works Department; and the Finance Department.

TRAFFIC ENGINEERING 
 
Funding for Transportation Facilities CIP projects comes primarily from gas tax revenues, Capital Facilities Fees (CFF), Measure L 
funds, assessment districts, and State and Federal Highway Administration grants, which are usually administered by State agencies. 
The Traffic Engineering division is involved in several areas of improvement such as construction of new traffic signals, 
modifications of existing signals, expansion of the ATMS/CCTV system, traffic signal coordination, improvement of existing street 
lighting, restriping various corridors, traffic improvements, and intersection upgrades. Staff will continue to apply for Federal 
Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) grants for various transportation facilities improvement and safety projects.

CITY MAINTENANCE PROJECTS 
 
HIGH VOLTAGE CIRCUIT: 
The City currently has a total of 12,387 street lights, of which 539 are high voltage street lights. The high 
voltage street lights make up 4.5 percent of the street lights within Modesto. Construction for converting 
the lights began on April 1, 2019 and the City has converted approximately 474 lights as of April 2024. 
 
POLICY ISSUES 
 
A major policy issue continues to be how to reverse the trend towards more deferred maintenance of streets.  Staff is looking for ways 
to make street maintenance dollars go as far as possible. 
 
Based on recent construction estimates and maintenance efforts, the cost of bringing all pavement to good condition would be 
approximately $504 million dollars. The available funding for the street maintenance program is only a fraction of what is needed to 
prevent our valuable street infrastructure from further deterioration. 
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Another policy issue is ensuring that street infrastructure is in place when needed.  Roadway infrastructure improvements are costly.  
Currently, the city collects fees incrementally, just before occupancy. This places the City in a “catch-up” mode.  Without some means 
of financing these improvements earlier in the process, the City is destined to stay behind in this area and roadway improvements will 
not be funded until after they are needed. 
 
Right-of-way preservation and vehicular access management are two major policy issues facing transportation infrastructure and 
traffic operations in the City.  The capacity of our current transportation infrastructure and General Plan depends upon right-of-way 
and vehicular access management control policies that are consistently applied to all new development proposals.

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WASTEWATER COLLECTION AND TREATMENT SYSTEM 

SYSTEM OVERVIEW 

The City of Modesto’s wastewater system consists of a collection system with approximately 70 miles of trunk lines, 670 miles of 
sanitary lines, and 40 wastewater lift stations. An additional 12 miles of trunk lines collect wastewater from the cannery food processors 
for direct disposal to land. 

The treatment of wastewater consists of two facilities: Regional 
Water Recycling Facility - Sutter Campus (“Sutter Campus”) 
located at Sutter Avenue and Robertson Road, and the Regional 
Water Recycling Facility - Jennings Campus (“Jennings 
Campus”) located approximately 6.5 miles southwest of the City 
on Jennings Road,. These wastewater facilities treat more than 
9 billion gallons of wastewater annually. 

The City of Modesto currently collects and treats an average of 
20 million gallons of domestic wastewater per day. Collected 
domestic wastewater flows into the Sutter Campus where most 
of the solids are removed through primary treatment.  The 
primary-treated wastewater is then pumped to the Jennings 
Campus where the domestic flows undergo additional higher 
level of treatment. Currently, a majority of primary-treated 
wastewater undergoes secondary biological treatment and 
tertiary treatment (filtration) at the Jennings Campus. In 
response to the City’s National Pollutant Discharge Elimination 
System permit, the City began upgrading its wastewater treatment facilities in 2008 to provide biological nutrient removal (BNR) and 
tertiary treatment, which includes activated sludge processes, Membrane Bio-Reactors and Ultraviolet disinfection, and produces highly 
treated water that is suitable for year-round discharge to the San Joaquin River.  These tertiary treatment facilities were funded through 
the both City’s wastewater fund and a State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Clean Water State Revolving Fund low-interest 
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loan.  Loan repayments are paid through the City’s wastewater rates.  Currently, up to 14.9 million gallons per day can be treated 
through our tertiary treatment facilities. 

Because tertiary water is also suitable for recycling, the City constructed a recycled water pump 
station, pipelines and appurtenances for the North Valley Regional Recycled Water Program 
(NVRRWP), which delivers Modesto’s recycled water to the Del Puerto Water District, who 
pays the City for the recycled water, and reimburses the City for construction and pump station 
operational costs.  This project was completed in December of 2017. 

The remaining domestic flow continues on to the secondary treatment system, which consists 
of three fixed-film reactor towers, 334 acres of oxidation ponds, and 126 acres of recirculation 
channels.  The City’s secondary treated wastewater is stored in 596 acres of ponds so it can be 
used to irrigate fodder crops on 2,450 acres of City-owned land. The un-disinfected secondary-
treated water is also blended with Cannery Segregation water for land application during the 
canning season. 

The City’s required pre-treatment program has permitted 64 commercial and industrial facilities.  
Periodic monitoring is performed to ensure compliance with local and federal limits and to 
confirm that high quality effluent is available for irrigation, discharge to the San Joaquin River, 
and to minimize impacts to the treatment facilities. 

HIGHLIGHTS 

The FY 2024-25 Capital Improvement Program emphasizes the City’s commitment to meet both the current and long-range wastewater 
needs of the community.  

The Wastewater Master Plan (WWMP) and the associated Environmental Impact Report were completed and the Engineer’s Report to 
the WWMP was adopted by the City Council on December 8, 2022.  These documents are used for both short and long-range planning 
and provides an updated evaluation of the wastewater collection and treatment systems to assess current conditions and future 
capabilities, as they are key supporting documents in the development and updating of the City’s General Plan, Specific Plans, various 
Environmental Impact Reports, and help guide new development decisions. 
Sewer rates and capacity charges were adopted in April 2022, and were implemented on July 1, 2022. The rate schedule included a 
five-year plan that ends with FY 26-27.

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WATER SYSTEM 

SYSTEM OVERVIEW 

The City of Modesto’s regional water system supplies water to City of Modesto residents and communities within Stanislaus County, 
which include Empire, Salida, Del Rio, Grayson and portions of Ceres and Turlock.  The City is responsible for 7 separate water systems, 
with 75 active wells and 1,000 miles of water mains.  Water wells range in depth from 250-600’ feet.  Modesto’s well water 
(groundwater) is obtained from a confined aquifer, which is located below an extensive layer of clay, on the west side and unconfined 
on the east side. 

Since 1995, the City has supplemented its groundwater supply with treated surface water purchased from the Modesto Regional Water 
Treatment Plant (MRWTP), which is maintained and operated by Modesto Irrigation District (MID). The MRWTP currently has the 
capacity to provide up to 60 MGD of treated surface water per day. Within the City of Modesto and its vicinity, water from both 
groundwater wells and the MRWTP goes directly into the City’s contiguous distribution system.  Conjunctive use of both surface water 
and groundwater has ensured delivery of safe, reliable drinking water to the Modesto 
area, while minimizing the impact to the groundwater supply and allowing 
groundwater levels to stabilize. During drought conditions that would cause a surface 
water curtailment from MID, the City increases pumping of the groundwater wells 
throughout the City’s water system to make up the difference throughout the year, 
especially in high demand months from the spring to early fall.  In the outlying systems 
solely served by groundwater, water from the wells enters directly into the distribution 
system to serve area customers. 

The water system also currently includes twelve active storage tanks, with over 22.25 
million gallons of combined storage capacity. An additional 0.25 MG capacity tank 
and pump station in Del Rio was completed in summer of 2020. Two additional 
separate MID maintained tanks provide the system with additional storage capacity of 
up to 10 million gallons. 

City staff completed a Water Master Plan (WMP) and the associated Environmental 
Impact Report (EIR) in 2020. An update to the Water System Engineer’s Report was 
also completed in September of 2022.  These documents are used for both short and 
long-range planning and provides an updated evaluation of the City’s water system 
and clearly identifies feasible projects to ensure that a reliable quantity and quality of 
water will be provided to existing and future customers for years to come.  They will 
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also be key supporting documents in the updating of the City’s General Plan to help guide new development and future water 
rate/capacity charge studies. 

HIGHLIGHTS 

The FY 2024-2025 Capital Improvement Program emphasizes the City’s commitment to meet both the current and long-range water 
needs of the community.  New wells, tanks, water mains, wellhead treatment, water meters, and other system improvements will enhance 
capacity and delivery.  

Funding for the City water system operations and ongoing capital improvement water projects depends largely on the revenue received 
from collected water rates and water connection fees. 

The City’s water system faces significant challenges, including drought impacts, loss of wells from contamination, potential loss of 
surface supply due to environmental rulings, water pressure concerns, and aged infrastructure in older areas of the system. The AB 
2572 state-mandated metering program has been completed ahead of 2025 deadline and all water services are metered with automated 
meter readings and customers are billed by volumetric usage.

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POLICY ISSUES 

In 2006 the City Council approved a modified comprehensive plan to install meters throughout the Modesto water service area.  This is 
a state-mandated, long-term plan that was originally approved in Fiscal Year 2005 and was completed in 2023 at an estimated total 
project cost of $50 million. 

On August 22, 2023, the City adopted a five-year water rate plan that will end in FY 27-28. The rates are based on actual costs of 
service for water system reliability, water quality improvements, regulatory mandates, and to incorporate the new capital improvement 
program. City staff are actively monitoring the water fund to ensure that the City meets the revenue requirements for capital projects 
and adopted financial policies.
