AN ORDINANCE AMEND ING SECTION 14 OF ORDINANCE NO. °10-N.s. OF THE 
CITY OF MODESTO AS AMENDED BY ORDINANCE NO. 543-N.So AND ORDINANCE 
NO. 688-N.So 

The Council of the City of Modesto does ordain as 

follows: 

SECTION l. Section 14 of Ordinance No. 10-N.• S. of the 

City of Modesto entitled: "AN ORDINANCE. RELATING TO.THE OFFENSE 

OF MISDEMEANOR: SPECIFYING ACTS AND OMISSIJNS WHICH, WITHIN THE 

CITY OF MODESTO, CONSTITUTF,S THE SAME, AND FIXING '.IHE PENALTIES 

THEREOF" as thereafter amended by Ordinance Noo 543-N_.s. and Ordi-

nance Noo 688-N.S. of the City of Modesto is hereby amended to read 

as follows: 

"SECTION 14. It shall be unlawful and a misdemeanor 

for any person owning or operating a bowling alley in the City of 

Modesto to keep the same open for bowling between the hours of 

2:JO o'clock A.Mo and 8:00 o'clock AoMo of the same day. Provided 

however, that when and if tournaments are held and scheduled at a 

bowling alley, the Council may by resolution upon request of the p 

prietor or owner of said bowling alley, extend the time for bowling 

to the hour of J :00 o'clock A.M." 

SECTION 2. This ordinance shall take effect and be in 

full force and operation fifteen days after its firal passage and 

adoption. 

SECTION J. This ordinance shall be printed and publish 

ed in full at least once at least three days prior to its final 

doption, in the Modesto Bee, the official newspaper of the City of 

odesto.
