WHEREAS, in 2019, the City consistently received approximately 1,345
complaints and requests for service each month for blight and homeless related issues
across the community, and

WHEREAS, as a response to these concerns, the City explored innovative
strategies to help address these issues, and

WHEREAS, modeled after the Homeless Employment Litter Program (HELP) in
the City of Stockton who has partnered with the California Department of Transportation
(CalTrans) to employ individuals experiencing homelessness for litter abatement work on
State right of ways, and

WHEREAS, the City has entered into a Delegated Maintenance Agreement with
CalTrans for litter abatement, as approved by Council by Resolution 2019-512, that
authorizes $100,000 from CalTrans to the City of Modesto to support the employment of
individuals experiencing homelessness, and

WHEREAS, the City has supplemented this amount by CalTrans with an
additional $50,000 to support this program for litter abatement on City right of ways, and

WHEREAS, to fulfill the responsibility of the Delegated Maintenance

Agreement, the City intends to enter into a subsequent contract with an organization that
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supports no-to-low barrier access to employment for individuals who are experiencing or
at-risk of homelessness, and

WHEREAS, the City released a Request for Proposals (RFP) in June and did not
receive any submissions, and released an RFP a second time in August, 2019 and
proposals were formally opened on October 15, 2019, and

WHEREAS, an interdepartmental committee of City staff recommends the award
of Request for Proposals and Agreement for the Homeless Employment Litter Program to
Ready to Work (RTW), and

WHEREAS, the scope of work for this contract will include employment support,
litter abatement on State right of ways, and litter abatement on City right of ways, and

WHEREAS, the fiscal impact includes an authorized reimbursable amount of up
to $100,000 by the California Department of Transportation for State right of ways, and
an additional $50,000 from the City’s Commercial Litter Abatement Fee for City right of
ways, which will be used to supplement the program on City right of ways, for 3-year
period not to exceed $450,000.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Modesto
that it hereby approving the award of proposals and agreement for the Homeless
Employment Litter Program to Ready to Work (RTW), for a 3 year agreement, for an
annual cost not to exceed $150,000, and a total agreement amount not to exceed
$450,000.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Manager, or his designee, is hereby

authorized to execute the agreement in a form approved by the City Attorney.

WHEREAS, the City requests an external auditor to express an opinion on the fair
presentation of its basic financial statements and schedule of expenditures from federal
awards in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles, the provisions of the
Federal Single Audit Act Amendments of 1996 and Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and
Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (Uniform Guidance), and

WHEREAS, on February 13, 2018 under Resolution 2018-72, Council approved
awarding the audit services contract to Hudson and Henderson for an estimated annual
cost of $147,110 and over five years of $735,550, and

WHEREAS, on April 9, 2019, the First Amendment was approved by the City
Manager which had no financial impacts to the contract but to acknowledge the

additional audit required by Federal Transit Administration (FTA) for the Federal

Funding Allocation Data report, and
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WHEREAS, with the City handling all financial records for the Community
Facility Districts (CFD), the City is required to have an audit and preparation of the
financial statements when any new CFD begins to be tax levied, and

WHEREAS, Hudson and Henderson provided an estimated annual cost of $2,200
for the additional CFD, which will be added to the second amendment being proposed for
the remaining three (3) fiscal years of this contract; and

WHEREAS, the City anticipates up to three additional CFDs t will be tax levied
during the term of this contract at an annual additional cost not to exceed $3,000 per CFD
for an annual increase of $11,200 per year, and

WHEREAS, Modesto Municipal Code Section 8-3.203 generally requires all
purchases, which meet or exceed $50,000 for material, equipment or contractual services
to be formally bid.

WHEREAS, compliance with the new legislation requires a written policy on the
discontinuation of water service to certain types of residences for nonpayment, making
that policy available in prescribed languages on the City’s website effective February 1,
2020, and

WHEREAS, the policy must include but is not limited to the following key
components: a formal mechanism for a customer to contest or appeal a bill, a formal
payment plan policy, a residential customer may not be disconnected for nonpayment
until a payment has been delinquent for at least sixty (60) days, the policy must be posted
on the City’s website, the City shall mail notices regarding impending discontinuation for
nonpayment seven (7) days prior to discontinuation as well as mail a notice to Occupant
at service address when service address differs from mailing address, when unable to
make contact by phone or mail the City must make good faith effort to leave notice

posted a property and the City must provide information on how to restore service in the

event a discontinuation for nonpayment occurs, and
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WHEREAS, in conjunction with the City Attorney’s office the Utility Billing
Division has created a new Discontinuation of Residential Water Service for
Nonpayment policy to be posted on the City website as of February 1, 2020 and

WHEREAS, the Utility Billing Division will make all necessary changes to
internal practices as described above to ensure the City is adhering to all aspects of
Senate Bill No. 998 as of February 1, 2020.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Modesto

WHEREAS, no funds will be transferred between any agency under this MOU;
therefore, the General Fund budget for the Fire Department is not impacted.

WHEREAS, the Modesto Police Department utilizes various technology
strategies to achieve the goals of the department and protect the community; and

WHEREAS, the ability to extract and analyze data from cellular devices is crucial
in almost all criminal investigations; and

WHEREAS, in the past three years, mobile operating system developers and cell
phone manufacturers have been increasing security on cellular devices; and

WHEREAS, the ability of law enforcement agencies to acquire data from a cell
phone has become increasingly difficult; and

WHEREAS, two years ago, Cellebrite developed a way to overcome the security
and encryption systems for most cellular devices; and

WHEREAS, the Modesto Police Department seeks to purchase a cell phone data
extraction product form Cellebrite; and

WHEREAS, Modesto Municipal Code Section 8-3.203 generally requires all
purchases, in excess of $50,000 to follow formal bid procedures. However, MMC 8-
3.204(b) provides that a purchase may be exempted from the City’s formal bidding
requirement where the Purchasing Agency’s requirements can be met solely by a single
article or process; and

WHEREAS, here, Cellebrite, is the only company that provides the service of

extracting data from devices at the security level necessary. Therefore, staff recommends

WHEREAS, on March 13, 2018, by Resolution No. 2018-124, Council amended
the approved list of projects including the Standiford Avenue Pavement Rehabilitation
Project to be funded with Measure L tax proceeds in Fiscal Year 2017-2018 and
necessary budget adjustments, and

WHEREAS, Standiford Avenue Pavement Rehabilitation project begins at Dale
Road and proceeds east to approximately Sherwood Avenue, the length of the project is
2.97 miles, and

WHEREAS, project improvements include roadway resurfacing and
reconstruction, new signage and striping, ADA upgrades, storm drainage system
improvements, and signal upgrades (including detection cameras), and

WHEREAS, bids were advertised on May 8, 2018, and

WHEREAS, three bids were publicly opened on June 5, 2018, pursuant to Modesto

Municipal Code section 8-3.403 and Charter Section 1307, and Knife River Construction

of Stockton, CA was the apparent low bidder, and
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WHEREAS, on June 26, 2018, by Resolution No. 2018-265, Council awarded a
contract to Knife River Construction, of Stockton, CA for the construction of the
Standiford Avenue Pavement Rehabilitation Project in the amount of $2,591,417, and

WHEREAS, the contractor received the Notice to Proceed with a first working day
of August 13, 2018 and all contract work was completed by June 1, 2019, and

WHEREAS, the total project costs were $850,605 which included all construction,
design, and construction administration costs. The total project amount originally
budgeted was $959,346 which included $847,317 for the construction contract and
contingency with Knife River Construction, and

WHEREAS, there were four change orders resulting in an overall increase of
$122,691 for change order work, and

WHEREAS, by accepting this project as complete, the City officially accepts the
improvements made and authorizes the Notice of Completion to be filed.

WHEREAS, on June 25, 2013, by Ordinance No. 3587-C.S., Council adopted the
2013-2014 Annual and Multi-Year Operating Budgets and the 2013-2014 Capital
Improvement Program for the City of Modesto and the related inter-fund transfers which
provided funding for the project, and

WHEREAS, this project rehabilitated deteriorated pavement on Claus Road from
Gomes Road to 700’ north of Briggsmore Avenue. This road segment was milled grinded
and overlayed with new asphalt pavement surface. Other improvements include
installation of ADA curb ramps, a Class IV bicycle facility, traffic signal modifications,
vehicle detection cameras and new traffic striping, and

WHEREAS, bids were advertised on February 27, 2018, and

WHEREAS, bids were publicly opened on April 3, 2018, pursuant to Modesto
Municipal Code section 8-3.403 and Charter Section 1307, and DSS Company, dba Knife
River Construction of Stockton, CA was the apparent low bidder, and

WHEREAS, on May 22, 2018, by Resolution No. 2018-176, Council awarded a
contract to DSS Company, dba Knife River Construction of Stockton, CA for the
construction of the Claus Road Pavement Rehabilitation Project, STPL-5059(195) in the

amount of $1,588,636, and
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WHEREAS, the contractor received the Notice to Proceed, with a first working
day of June 25, 2018. All contract work was completed by September 9, 2019, and

WHEREAS, the total project costs were $2,061,551 which included all
construction, design, and construction administration costs. The total project amount
originally budgeted was $2,143,750 which included $1,715,726 for the construction
contract and contingency with DSS Company, dba Knife River Construction, and

WHEREAS, there were six change orders resulting in an overall increase of
$88,628 for change order work, and

WHEREAS, by accepting this project as complete, the City officially accepts the
improvements made and authorizes the Notice of Completion to be filed.

RESOLUTION APPROVING AN INCREASE TO ALL MUNICIPAL PARKING
VIOLATION FINES AND UPDATING THE PARKING VIOLATION FINE
SCHEDULE.

WHEREAS, in July of 1993Assembly Bill 408 became state law, establishing
procedures for the decriminalization of parking violations and transferred the
responsibility of setting fines, processing, collection, and the adjudication of parking
violations from the courts to the issuing agencies, and

WHEREAS, the state legislature established procedures in Section 40203.05 of
the California Vehicle Code which provided for the City Council of the jurisdiction
where the notice of violation is issued to establish a schedule of parking fines for parking
violations and late payment penalties, and

WHEREAS, the City of Modesto issues two types of parking violations, one for
municipal parking violations as established by the Modesto Municipal Code (MMC) and
a second type based on California Vehicle Code (CVC) that can be issued on a notice of
parking violation, and

WHEREAS, when a notice of parking violation for parking, stopping, or standing
is collected all issuing agencies are required to remit to the County Treasurer a total of
$12.50 per citation in State in County surcharges which are then allocated for various
court and jail funds, and

WHEREAS, in November of 1991 Council approved Resolution No. 91-705 for
an increase to municipal parking violations in order to recuperate the State-mandated

surcharge, and
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WHEREAS, in June of 2005 Council approved Resolution No. 2005-583
increasing fines for parking violations to deter repeat offenders , and

WHEREAS, on June 2, 2009 Council approved Resolution No. 2009-239
authorizing the City Manager to adjust the fine schedule for parking violations when
necessary to incorporate changes in the fees mandated by the State or County and
collected by the City , and

WHEREAS, it is critical the City recover the costs of the surcharges imposed by
the State and County in addition to capturing the costs of enforcement, and

WHEREAS, staff conducted a survey of parking violation fines for surrounding
agencies and found many of the City’s current parking violation fines to be well below
other comparable cities, and

WHEREAS, the survey uncovered miscellaneous MMC violations with no
established fine amount, and

WHEREAS, based on this survey staff is recommending adoption of an updated
parking violation fine schedule to include fines for previously established MMC
violations, to increase all MMC and CVC fines related to parking, stopping, or standing
bringing them up to the average fine amount of surrounding agencies with an effective
date of May 4, 2020 and to include an annual increase on the base fine amount for
inflation based on Consumer Price Index (CPI), and

WHEREAS, staff will utilize the next 90 (ninety) days to notify the public of the
fine increases in advance of fine increases going into effect, and

WHEREAS, the annual increase for inflation will be limited to nor more than the

annual increase listed in the local Consumer Price Index for the State of California for the
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Bay Area for the month of December of the prior year and will be effective January 1% of
each year, and

WHEREAS, staff is recommending the City update the methodology to collect all
State and County mandated surcharges as part of the City’s approved parking violation
fine amounts, and

WHEREAS, the City Manager will be authorized to approve the adjustment of the
fine schedule for parking violations for the annual CPI increase and when necessary to
incorporate changes in the fees mandated by the State and/or County and collected by the
City without further Council action, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Modesto
that it hereby approves agreements an increase to all municipal parking violation fines
and updating the parking violation fine schedule as shown on the attached City of
Modesto Parking Violation Fine Schedule, which shall take effect 90 (ninety) days after

adoption of this resolution.

RESOLUTION APPROVING THE TRANSITION OF PARKING
ENFORCEMENT RESPONSIBILITIES FROM THE POLICE DEPARTMENT
TO THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT, PARKING SERVICES DIVISION
AND APPROVING ONE FULL-TIME PARKING ENFORCEMENT OFFICER
FOR AN ESTIMATED ANNUAL COST OF $54,132

WHEREAS, city staff has explored strategies to improve the management,
enforcement, and availability of parking in Downtown Modesto since 2006 and within
this timeframe there have been several opportunities for the public to offer
recommendations for improvements in these areas, and

WHEREAS, the most recent opportunity is the current Downtown Master Plan
engagement process which included various opportunities for residents to engage and
offer recommendations to improve downtown and one of the prevalent concerns from
these activities was the availability of parking in the downtown core, despite the data
showing an abundance of parking in the garages across downtown, and

WHEREAS, this analysis is consistent with the findings of the various consultant
reports that have been prepared for City Council, which refer to limited on-street parking
and virtually empty parking garages, and

WHEREAS, this initial phase of a larger Citywide Parking Strategy is specifically
intended to improve parking enforcement that currently involves three city departments:
Police, Finance and Public Works. Parking operations, including maintaining and
monitoring all seven surface lots and three garages, is managed by Public Works, and

WHEREAS, the Finance Department provides support with adjudication,

collections and citation processing , and the Police Department provides support with
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three part-time Police Assistants who perform parking enforcement under general
supervision of a Police Sergeant, and

WHEREAS, to streamline the City’s workflow, increase parking availability, and
ensure fiscal sustainability staff recommends the consolidation of the parking
enforcement program and parking services division under the umbrella of the Public
Works department, in conjunction with the Finance Department’s continued management
of collections and adjudication , and

WHEREAS, the transition will require an expansion of enforcement staff to
include one full-time Parking Enforcement Officer and a rotation of six part-time Parking
Assistants that will cost $114,972 on an annual basis beginning on July 1, 2020, and

WHEREAS, under this scenario, the Parking Enforcement Officer and Parking
Assistants are projected to work a total of 118 hours per week, which will translate to
projected revenues of $901,837 based on a conservative increase of 50% in citation
issuance in Fiscal Year 2020-2021, which is an increase of approximately $400,000
compared to Fiscal Year 2018-2019.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Modesto
that it hereby authorizes the transition of parking enforcement responsibilities from the
Police Department to the Public Works Department, Parking Services Division.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Modesto that it
hereby approves the allocation of one full-time parking enforcement officer for an

estimated annual cost of $54,132.
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
